handicapped in its fight against capi
t.al by lack of the sinewsof war wit
ncss the miners' strike in Scotland,
where the men went back to work at
the old wages after stayingoUtseVen
teen Weeks The strikes in this coun
try have been somewhat more suc
cessful, but worked to the general
public incalculable harm without any
thing like corresponding benefits to
the trades unions.

For the farmer, the year has env
phasized'the fact that our leading eer
eal, wheat, can nevermore be de
pended upon as a source of Wealth to
its producer. Competition by other
countries and improved methods in
OUr own, combined with other causes,
have placed wheat on a lower level
than corn. Those who attribute this
to politics either are demagogues or
wilfully and defiantly ignoraut of a
Very obvious group of facts. Aside
from the low price of Wheat, farmers
have had little to complain of. The
droughts did much less damage than
had been feared, and the crops upon
the whole, have been good.

Science has gone on making steady
and, in some directions, marvelous
progress, and even should we never
find the fabled Philosopher's stone,
we are already in possession of more
wonderful things than that mystical
bauble.

The year has witnessed the practi
tal overthrow of high protection and
war taxes in time of peace. The ben
fcfits which must accrue from this
great reform will be universally felt
When the new order of things has had
time to assert itself.

The defeat of the Democratic party
lrt November was the result partly of
the conditions brought about by vie
lous legislation on the part of the
Republican party during its long ten
ure of power, partly by the lack of
homogenity characteristic of the
party itself. If the lesson in the lat-

ter direction which the defeat teaches
be carefully heeded, we will have lit
tie reason to regret the spanking ad
ministered. .

Mr. Carlisle's Scheme.

The financial scheme proposed by
secretary uariisie and approved by
President Cleveland in his message,
in brief is: First Repeal all laws
requiring national banks to deposit
government bonds as security for
their issue of bank notes. Secon-d-
Permit them to issue notes of not
less than $10 in denomination to the
amount of 75 per cent, of their paid
up capital, and to deposit with the
government a guarantee fund in legal
tender and 1890 treasury notes of 30
per cent, of their outstanding circu-
lation, to be refunded to the banks
in ratio when tbey retire the whole
or any part of their circulation.
Third Make the stockholders indi-
vidually liable and the bank notes a
first lien upon all assets of the banks.
Fourths-Impos- e a small tax for de
fraying expense of printing notes and
to provide a safety fund for imme
diate redemption of circulating notes
of failing banks. Fifth Extend to
state banks the right to issue circu-
lating notes in compliance with like
restrictions. Sixth All banks to be
practically held a security, or re-
sponsible for the redemption of the
notes of failing banks. - Other pro-
visions art suggest to teak the

v.

. .

circulating medium of the banks a
safe and staple currency. It is held
that the plan will relieve the drain
upon the treasury for gold for export
purposes by retiring from circulation
the legal tebder and treasury notes
deposited by the banks as a guaran
tee fund for their circulating notes,
and give the country a larger ana
more flexible currency. The scheme
is opposed by the extreme free silver
advocates, who believe they see in it
a menace to the restoration of sil
ver to its former importance as a
money metal; and by a large num
ber of national bankers, who object
to the feature of making all the
banks responsible for the redemption
of the circulating notes of failing
banks by a system of taxation and
other provisions, and to the proposed
extension of the privilege to state or
local oanks to issue circulating notes
under given safeguards. The Ques
tion is a large and complicated one,
but no more complicated than our
present system of finance, and will
require the best thought of our most
patriotic financiers. Whether any-
thing in this direction can be per-
fected and passed by the short ses
sion of the present congress is con-
sidered extremely doubtful. Farm- -

Seven Bibles of the World.
FrotH the Boston Transcript.

The seven Bibles of the world are
the Koran of the Mohammedan, the
Tri Titikes of the Buddhists, the Five
Kings of the Chinese, the Three Ve- -

das of the Hindus, the Zendavesta of
the Persians, the Eddas of the Scan
dinavians, and the Scriptures of the
Christians. The Koran is the most
recent of all, dating from about the
seventh century after Christ. It is
a compound of quotations from both
the Old and New Testaments and
from the Talmud. The Tri Pitikes
contain sublime morals and pure
aspirations. Their author lived and
died in ' the sixth century before
Christ. The sacred writings of the
Chinese are called the Five Kings,
the "Kings" meaning web of cloth.
From this it is presumed they were
originally written on five rolls of
cloth. They contain wise sayings
from the sayings on the duties of
life, but they cannot be traced fur-
ther back than the eleventh century
before our era. The Vedas are the
most ancient books in the language
of the Hindus, but they do not, ac-
cording to late commentators, ante-
date the twelfth century before . the
Christian era. The Zendavesta of
the Persians, next to our Bible, is
reckoned among scholars as being
the greatest and most learned of the
sacred writings. Zoroaster, whose
sayings it contains, lived and wrote
the Pentateuch 1.500 years before
the birth of Christ; therefore that
portion of the Bible is at least 300
years older than the most ancient of
other sacred writings. The Eddas,
a semi-sacre- d work of the Scandina-
vians, was given to the world in the
fourteenth century.
