Russia, China or Japun
consists. The condition would very
speedily right itself. This country
has all the resources necessary to
withstand any combination that
mUdit be temporarily formed, for in
the end we would be financially vic-

torious, other powers would soon
come to our method of doing busi-
ness.

Ordinarily
euch a charge would amount to noth-
ing, but since the President and his
