“Then why did you close your res-
taurant ?"’

MEXIOAN ORANGE GROVES.

A Now Field for Profitable Invasts
ment of Foreign Capitak
From Information gathered about
the new groves, it apguu that the
Guaymas and Hermosillo districts of
Bonora will in 1900 send 1,000 car.
loads of orangos to the United
Btates. The Haclonda Aranjues,
seven miles from Guaymas, shipped
b0 carloads last year, and will send
70 carloads this year, with a prob-
able increase next year. This ha
vlenda Is- being equipped with a
lant which will pump 8,000,000 gal-
ons of water dally for irrigation
purposes. The owner of San Bar-
tolo, & hoclenda eight miles
Gunymas, has purchased a pumping
plant in Bt. Louls. From other ha-
ciendas come rveports ol increased
attentlon to orauge cultura. The
great developmont projoct of this
part of Moxico is the Yaqui irriga.
tion canal. That canal is in a for
ward state towards completion. It
diverts the wator of a river, which
Is supplied by the Sicrra Madre
mountains, and which is said to be
never faillng. The Yaqui lands in
the Mexican stato of Sonora are
claimed to posscss all of the [ruit-
growing poacibiiitios of tha most fo-
mous districts of southern Califor-
nia. They are to ba put upon the
markoet at a vory small fraction of
the values of the California lands,
The ripening period of October
ond November furnishes an orangs
season which docs not conflict with
any other. Sonora is from eight to
ten woeks earlier thon southern Cal-
ifornin. The Sonora orange crop is
out of the way when the California
crop enters the market.
The average age of these Sonora
orange groves now producing fruit
for the United States is 15 years.
The average crop is 1,000 oranges to
the tree, weighing 700 pounds.
Sonora oranges are not noted for
their siza, but for their sweetness
and the amount of juice they contain.
The frult is bought on the tree,
pocked and shippal by tha pur-
chaser.
The oranga groves of Sonora are
cultivated by lubor which costs b0
cents a day, Mexican money. The
orchards are plowed to keep down
the weads, and whore water is plen-
tiful the trces are irrigated eight or
nine times a year.. The trimming is
done when the trees are small ip
such a wayas to give each treea
height of five feot from the ground
to the lowest branches. Afterwards
the top Is thianed to let sunshino
reach the fruit. Orange-raising for
export i3 in its infancy in Mexico.
Within three or four yoars the ship-
ments have increasad from almost
nothing to 400 carloads, which waa
lnst scason's reconl. The groves
which are furnishing the bulk of the
crop for export are young, but there
are In Sonora orchards which have
been yialding for 50 or 6) years, and
which this year are bearing abun.
dantly. The American consular
officers in  Mexico say that the pos.
sibilitice of orange oculture in Mex-
fco are a subject of frequent inquiry
from peopla in the states. Iu Sonora
lemon orchards are being planted in
oonuection with orange groves. So
suddenly has this export business
coma into existence that there are
to-day no orange-box factories in
Sonora. DBoxes ore bought In the
United States and shipped here,
where 1m.j cost about 13 cents
eplece, American money. —Corre-
spondence St. Louis Globe-Demo-
crat.

AN ELECTRIOC DREDGER.

Machine of Novel Construction
Turned Out In Rotterdam.

A dredger of novel construction
has Dbeen bullt in Rotterdam for
use on the Rivar Esla, in Spain
Its principal feature i{s that its mo
tive forea, in the forin of electrical
eneryy of hizh tension, may be gen.
crated on shore by auny convenient
means, the current being distributed
eithor by overhead wires or cables
laid under the water. In the in-
stallation under notice the central
station is situated on the river bank,
ond furnishes current not only to
work the dredger, but also to op-
erata an elevntor which returns the
matevial dvadsed into lizhtors and
ballast wngzons. All the motions
are controlled by onme man in the
cabin. The motor for oparating the
bucket chalu 8 capabla of develop-
ing 45 horse-power when making 600
revolutions per minute. The aw
erage power required to work the
dredger is equal to about 15 horses,
and as tho motor will account for 45
horse power In normal working, &
good margin Is left for emergency.
Besides operating the motors for
driving the scrows, driving the
dredge chain, raising the dredge
frame and Witing the piles, tho elec-
tric current also works a céntrifugal
pump.—St. Louis Globe-Democrat.
