P. Goetz, formerly a priest of
the Catholic chnrch, and Miss Lulu
Oallhopper, both of Lee's Summit,
Mo., were married at Independence
Sutfday morning. The marriage
ceremony was performed by Judge
Llewellyn Jones, at the home of
Sanford Gessett, deputy county
recorder. Mr. Goetz and his .wife
left Independence immediately,
without saying where they intend
ed to go.

Father Goetz was formerly in
charge of a parish at Clinton, Mo.,
but was removed to Lee's Summit
more than a year ago by order of
Bishop J. J. Glennon, the head of
the diocese. Recently Bishop Glen
non discovered that the young
priest was in debt and was not
meeting his obligations as prompt
ly as he should, so he suspended
Goetz. Last week Goetz was given
the alternative of signing away his
diocesan rights and quitting the
church or standing trial, and he
chose to resign. Bishop Glennon
was not at the cathedral to-da-

but it was stated that Goetz had no
connection whatever with the
church since his resignation.
