PRESIDENT ROOSEVELT ASSAILED HIM

Charged Oeneral Tyner With “Qross
Corruption"—~Now That Has
Vindicatad Him, Tynar

Thinks it in Order for President to

Make What Amends He Can.

WASHINOTON, — (Special.) Mr.
James N. Tyner, who was removed
from offiee as manistant attorney gon-
eral for the postoffics departmant
during the Investigation of the depart-
ment, and who recently was tried and
sequitted by a Jury, has addressoed the
following letter 0 Presidont Roose:
vali:

“Sir—~In Novembor, 1903, on the
strength of certaln charges contalned
in & report oy Mr. Bristow, the fourth
Resinviant  postmaster  general, you
gave to the press of the country &
satetent 1o the effect that ‘gross
corruption In the case of Assistant
Attorney General Tyner has gone on
for & number of yoars, and after re-
