What Appendicitls s, — In  the
first place, what s apendicitis? In
the siowplest form that 1 can  ex-
presa It, 1 would say that It Is nn
Inflammmation of the mucous lining of
the vermiform appendix, commencing
A% & catarrhal Infammation, and ex-
tending sometimes Lo olher parts, and
sometimes confining (sell o (he
vermiform appendix, but advancing to
such a degree that destructlon of the
parts takes place, causing perforation
and gangrene. [ presume [ might fll
balf & column with long names which
would be meaningloss, so what I8 the
use?!

The appendix Is situated on the
right side of the abdomen at the end
of the small intestines, just above the
right groln.

If the appendix alone s infamed
there will be no fecal odor to the vom
ited waterinl, and the swelling and
tumor will be less pronounced, al
though the pain will be intense. The
danger In these casea lies in the lia
bility of suppuration and perforation
into the abdominal eavity. Bometimes
there may be suppuration and evacus
tion outward, or through the howels,
or the suppurative materinls may b»
aheorhed.
