The principal objection ot
the udrys" is the nominee for
mayor, although some of them
also object to the police
judge.

It is done
by amkingarrestsof violators,
dragging the oases along and
finally dismissing them onu
small fine. It is hardly like
ly that the saloons will attempt
this in Marshall though.

Leaving the wet and dry
question out, most of the
Democratic uominees are good
men, especially in the case of
F. E. Rigney, city attorney,
and the councilmen, with one
exception. Marshal Maddox
and Police Judge Duggius
have done their work very
satisfactorily.

An urgent request "from
Republicans and Democrats"
asks us to publish the amount
of tuxes paid by the nominees.
