'GERMAN DII'ERIALISM MUST GO"

Winning tlie War Will Only Postpone
i Jteckoning, saj s Leon Ardzrooni.

"Success to Germany in the present
European struggle 1 mean merely
a postponement of the inevitable day
of reckoning," was the closing remark
pf Leon Ardzrooni, instructor in eco
nomics, in his lecture on "Germany
and Her Place in the Sun," given at
the University Auditorium last night.
"Sooner or later Germany's archaic
form of imperialism will totter and
fall to meet the demands or popular
modern tendencies, as the Prussian
form of bureaucratic government is
adapted to an earlier economic soci
ety. Her success will mean only the
prolongation of the life of a 'passing
.show.' "

The cause of the present disturb-
ance in Germany, Mr. Ardzrooni ex-- 1

plained, was due to three things: To
the industrial revolution, which also
-- evolutionized German thought and
ideals; to the tariff policy which de-

termined the commercial unity of
Germany, and to the iron rule of the
central government which keeps the
people under control in order to sup-

port Prussian militarism.
With the political unity of Germany,

.said the speaker, came economic pros-

perity and material supremacy. Then
j German thought turned toward a mili-jta- ry

organization and national ag-

grandizement.
t "In order to further insure her
place in the w orld, Germany planned

la ast scheme of colonization. These
Lcolonies have been an economic fail-'ur- e

and a burden on the empire, for
a large navy was needed to warrant
protection. National economical inde-

pendence came with coloniation, for
i his was procured by the protective
tariff policy."

Mr. Ardzrooni commended on uie
"God-gie- n mission" that has prompt-

ed Geramny to spread her "Kultur"
throughout the world.

In mentioning the defects in Ger-

many's efforts to gain world suprem-

acy, Mr. Ardzrooni spoke briefly in

,regard to Turkey, saying that "it
vould have meant money in our pock-it- s

if the Turks had never been born."
