LEGAL BULLETINS IN DEMAND

School of Law Publishes Several
Thousand Copies Annually.

During the year there has been a
wide request by Missouri lawyers for
the bulletins published by the School
of Law of the University ol Missouri.
The Law Series is published four
times a year. About three thousand
copies of each issue are distributed
to the lawyers of Missouri. Copies
are also sent to all the state libraries
in the United States, and to all univer-
sity law schools. The bulletins are
indexed by the American Law Library
Association, and are used by legal
scholars throughout the country.

The publication of the series was
undertaken to present to the members
of the Missouri bench and bar the re-

sults of legal study and research, hav-

ing to do with problems of Missouri
law, which are carried on at the
School of Law.

Tlie bulletins of the series contain
two departments. In each bulletin
appears an article written by a mem-

ber of the law faculty, dealing with
some special phase of Missouri law.
The other department contains notes
on recent Missouri cases, and is in
charge of a board of student editors
under the direction of a member of
tlie law faculty. Student editors are
elected in their second and third years
to this editorial board by the faculty
of the School of Law as a result of
excellence in their law school work.
