With the erection of the new Doug-
lass School, Columbia will take a step
forward in the education of its ne-
groes. The school is to be modern,
equal in that to any of the other
schools of the town.

Citi-
zens of Columbia realize that they
must be provided for. The town has
no negro problem. When educated,
the negro is a thrifty, self-support-
ing person.

For University men—a Y.M.C.A.
Building fitted with swimming pool,
billiard tables, club rooms; a gym-
nasium large enough to acccommo-
date all who use it; now, a Missouri
union to be used as a place for social
activities, with the prospect for a
$250,000 building.

For University women—no Y. W.
C. A Building, only a secretary's
desk in a cold corridor; mo gym-
nasium building, just one small room
with few conveniences; no swimming
pool; no place for social gatherings.
The men have three buildings they
can call their own, while the women
have none.

Nearly 800 women are in the Uni-
vergity. When thelr number was
small, conditions such as are existing
at present -were excusable. Their
place in University life is now estab-
lished. It is time to transfer some of
the advantages. Advocacy of a wo-
men's building began in earnest last
year. All women said they were in-
terested, but too much was taken for
granted. Meetings were called, but
only a small number of girls respond-
ed.
