Also, there may be some truth in
what John Burroughs once said:

“This is a lesson that the American |

amuzement on a small scale.”

Get Professor Ingold tilted cmn(ort-'
ably back in his office chair, and he'
will tell you about the popularity of '
ches: back in 1901, when he was a
student in the University. The stu-
dents played extensively, and B. M./
(“Mac”) Anderson was president of |
the chess club which they organized. |
After they had promised to be careful
with the furniture, they were allowed
to meet in Academic Hall. If there:
had been any evidence of their pres-
¢nce on the morning after, they would
no doubt have been checkmated!

U. 8. WAR BOATS TO MOBILIZE

Atlantie Fleet Will Attend Southern
Commerce (‘ongress,
By United Press

NORFOLK, Va., Nov. 24 —Lean
greyhounds of the Atlantic fleet, swift
destroyers and bobbing Government
coastal cutters—vessels of every kind
and character will assemble in Hamp-
ton Roads the second week of Decem-
ber on the oceasion of the eighth an-
nual convention of the Southern Com-
mercial Congress, at Norfolk, Va. The
gathering will present one of the most
impressive grand ensembles of naval
vessels since the mobilization of the
American fleet for the trip around the
world. The entire Atlantic fleet has
been ordered mobilized for the cere-
monies, by Secretary Daniels, and the
Departments of Commerce and Labor,
have given similar orders for all ves-
sels of their departments.

The officers and men of the fleet,
with the Virginia national guard will
participate in a military parade, Sun-
day, preceding the formal opening of

all visiting ships, will pass in a grand
naval review earlier in the day.
