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A. M. Johnson, in Balboa,
Gives Idea of Arms and

Conditions.

EXPECTS NEW POLICY

Thinks New Governor,
Harding, Will Improve
Administration of Zone.

A Missouri graduate who is in a po-

sition to see war developments from
an interesting angle is A. M. John-
son, B. S. in Agriculture '16. He is
collecting material on "Agriculture in
the Canal Zone and Panama" for the
United States Department of Agricul-
ture at Balboa, Canal Zone. In a let-

ter received here Mr. Johnson says:
"Even now I can see the Devil of

War coming this way and hope Wil-

son will shoot as soon as he sees the
white of his eye. Should that happen,
I would remain in the Canal Zone
and help produce food for the fifty
thousand dependewts, both Americans
and Panamanians."

He says the Canal is very well
guarded and that the United States
would have no cause for fear if it were
as well protected. Although the Ca-

nal is free from invasion, according to
Mr. Johnson, they think of preparing
for emergency.

Four German liners that have come
to the Balboa section of Panama
since 1914 were seized, and the crews
made prisoners. Furthermore, all the
Germans on the Canal Zone and in
Panama and Colon are being" watched.
A few have even been "locked up in a
polite way."

In describing the way In which the
Canal is guarded Mr. Johnson says:
"Strong lights strike the bays and sky
at night The tug boats in the bay
have been armed, just lately, and steel
nets are being placed in the bays to
trap submarines. The canal employes
are being organized to act on short
notice and the big, yes, monster
guns, and mines in the bays tend to
make us feel at ease."

Regarding the political development
of the country Mr. Johnson says:

"Xow that our new governor, Hard-
ing, is on the job. we are expecting
some changes in the administration;
perhaps better, the, completion of
propogandas started or 'held up by
Goethals. For example, it is possi-
ble that the Canal Zone will be cul-

tivated by settlers instead of remain-
ing jungle land. The fact is, it is
being cleared along the canal now for
the twenty thousand cattle brought
here from Colombia lately by the sup-
ply department."

Mr. Johnson mentions James Hor-
ace Weltmer, A. B. '15, as a recent
visitor, and says: "American tourists
infest this place this time of the year,
and I have not always looked in vain
for a Missourian and for familiar
faces."

Johnson was a member of the 1915-1- 6

track team and was a high jumper.
He recently made five firsts in a track
event celebration held in the Canal
Zone. His home is in Bronaugh,
Mo.

LlBKAItY REPLIES TO COMPLAINT

Readers Themsclw Partly to Blame.
Saj- - 11. 0. Severance.

"A student who grumbles about the
inefficiency of the library service is
himself partly to blame," said H.O.
Severance, University librarian today,
in referring to a contribution by "Per-
plexed" in the Daily Missourian, Feb-

ruary 26. Frequently a reader calls
for the title of a story in a 'maga-

zine instead of calling for the maga-

zine. It is not a student assistant's
business to memorize the contents of
a magazine." said Mr. Severance.

"A reader who wants six books at
a time, instead of handing the assist-
ant the six call slips, often hands out
one at a time, which necessitates six
trips and takes up time that could be
used in serving someone else.

"Some students," said Mr. Sever-
ance, "hand the assistant a typed list
of books with the finger on the title
of the book wanted. The library." he

added, "unfortunately is not supplied
with X-r- machines."

Observance on the part of students
of rules regarding the issuance of
books, Mr. Severance thinks, will in-

crease the efficiency of the service.

"Frequently after serving two or
three years," said Mr. Severance, "an
assistant leaves, making it necessary
to train a new assistant. Thus it is
impossible always to give the best
service. 'About two thousand books
are on the reserve shelves which are
changed from day to day, and this
makes it more difficult for a beginner
to locate books quickly." Mr. Sever
ance reported that one trained assist
ant left the service in January.

"The library employs eighteen stu
dents. "The service would become
more efficient." said Mr.. Severance,
"if we employed only two or three
assistants who would give their en
tire time to this work. But does 'Per-
plexed' belong to that class of stu-- l
