F. C. Baird Plans Establish-
ment of 6 Stations to
Settle Shortage.

CINCINNATI, Dec. 14.—Despite,
weather that bids fair to interfere
with transportation, F. C. Baird, rep-
resentative of the National Fuel Ad-
ministration, who arrived here last
night, believes that if he can come
to an agreement with the raflway and
coal men and get their complete as-
sistance, the coal situation surround-
in the central states will be relieved
within ten days to two weeks.

It is Baird's plan to establish six
coaling places or clesring houses for
coal, at Cleveland, Chicago, Detroit,
Cincinnati, Columbus and Indianap-
olis.

Coal will be rushed to these points,
or a8 near to them as possible, with
the understanding that In ease it
cannot be semt further, the nearest
clearing house has the power to sup-
ply the cities that can be reached.

Baird says that this system will
sliminate the sight of loaded coal cars
standing on tracks for dsys and
weeks.

AGAINST 3 ATTACKS

Austro-Germans Take Few
Trenches in Unimportant
Territory.

WEATHER STILL BAD

Inundated Section Along Pi-
ave River Hinders Ene-
my Advance.

ITALIAN HEADQUARTERS IN
NORTHERN ITALY, Dec. 14.—After
_tlu'ee days of fighting on the moun-
{tain front between the Brenta and
| Piave rivers, the enemy is holding
some trenches on Col-Beretta and
Itlm summit of Monte St. Inucca, but
| the rest of the Italian line is in Its
original position. This is the enemy's
|third unsuccessful attempt to break
through the Italian lines to the plains
below.

The inclement weather continues
an important factor. A downpour of
rain the last two days has filled the
Plave, which had nearly run dry, ob-
literating the water barrier of the
enemy trenches only a few hundred
yards away.

The water in the inundated section
along the lower Piave also had fal-
len from five inches to a foot. The
rise has again made the river a flood-
deep barrier, and the enemy has
been put to a disadvantage in push-
ing its offensive.

Bolsheviki forces apparemtly have
been successful in the first clashes
with the counter-revolutionists, and
it is reported that they have captured
Tamanovks and Kaluga.

Bolskeviki Hasten to Assembly.

PETROGRAD, Dec, 14.—Bolsheviki
delegates to the constituent sssembly
are hastening to Petrograd from all
parts of Russia in response to a dec-
laration for the assembly issued from
here. None of the Bolsheviki attend-
ed the preliminary organization meet-
ing of the assembly yesterday. It is
believed they are holding out until
control is assured by sheer force of
members.

The preliminary meeting was at-
tended by about seventy delegates,
mostly Social Revolutionists, Mayor
Schraider of Petrograd, who presided,
made a speech in which he declared
that the sssembly had been opened;
but the delegates later compromised
by adopting a resolution to the effect
that the assembly would have all
powers when It was legally opened—
and & quorum, as fixed by the old
committee, should be present.

Prisoners Are Exchanged.
