THEY LIKE THE BRAIN DRILL

Britlsh Soldlers Taught to Think
Quickly and to Concentrate.
{Correspondence of the Assoclated Press.)

LONDON, May 28.—American sol-
diers, who prize mental as well 1s
physical efficiency, are showing much
interest in & “brain drill” recently in-
troduced into the British army. Its
purpose is to teach the British soldier
to think quickly and to concentrate
his mind on what he is doing.

An officer lines up a company, and,
as a preliminary to the brain drill,
put the men through some slmple
calisthenics,

“Now,” he explains, “when 1 say
‘Do this” you'll do it; but if I say
‘Do that you won't do it.” He care-
fully illustrates the motions to oe
done and then the motions not {o be
done.

“Ready! Do this' Do this! Do
this!* The men obey. Suddenly his
arms shoot down by his side. “Do
that!” he -commands. Unthinkingly.

half the men fall into the trap he has
set. Amid the laughter of the rast.|
they are ordered to fall out and stand
aside, -

When all except two or three have
been eliminated, the game is changed.i
The men are formed into two lines,

facing each other and about six yards|'

apart. A cap is tossed on the ground
midway between the lines, and then
the men in couples, one from <ach
line; walk slowly up to it and try to
snatch it before the other e¢an touca

im. If, while the cap Is held by the
snatcher, the other manages to put
his finger on him before he can jump
away, the cap must be dropped and
the contest renewed. At last one
whisks the cap away and {s off.

“Crows and Cranes"” is another
feature of the drill. Again the men
are lined up about ten yards apart,
the officer standing beiween.

“Those on my left,” the officer says,
“are cranes and those on my right
are crows. If I shout ‘Crows. the
cranes will dash off and the crows
will chase them. But if | shout
‘Cranes,” the crows will dash off and
the cranes will chase them., Now, are
you ready?”

Then for nearly a minute he staads,
giving an imitation of an automobils
engine running free at full speed.
“Gr-r-r-r-r-r-r-"  Both lines stand
tense and eager, awaiting the word.

“Crows!” he enunciates at last.

Half the crows bolt instead of dash-

ing after the cranes. Inattention
again. However, the quick-witted
among the crows were after the

“This is all to teach you to act on
the gpur of the moment,” the officer
tells the men. “It may be a case of
life or death whether you or the Ger-
man moves first. You may be the
quick or you may be the dead.”

UNIVERSITIES IN THE WAR

England Appreciates What Schools
of U, S, Have Done.

LONDON, England—Mr. Fisher,
president of the Board -of Education,
took the chair at the third of the series
of lectures being delivered at Uni-
versity College by Professor Me-
Laughlin of Chicage University.

As a university man and a repre-
sentative of the educational profes-
sion in England, Mr. Fisher sald he
would like to take that opportunity
to express the indebiedness they felt
in England for the work which had
been performed by universities, and
more particularly by the historical de-
partments of the universities in
Amerlca in the shaping of political
opnion during the early periods of
the war. He did not think they ade-
quately realized the debt their coun-
try owed, and which civilization owed
to the work of the learned classes in
America. The universities in Germany,
in France, and in England had not
approached the political problem of
the wur and the historical issues in-
volved in the war in a spirit of de-
tachment. That was impossitfle. But
in America very different conditions
prevailed. There they had a great
community sundered from the Euro-
pean quarrel by thousands of miles of
estranging ocean, alien from the is-
eyes which divided the European
states, one from another, pacific by
tradition and temperament, and com-
mitted in the first instance to a strict
policy of neutrality, and yel by de-
grees, under the impact of facts and
under the direction of minds freely
and impartially considering the moral
jssue of the case, America had been
impelled into the war. In the history
of the formation of American opinion
the American universities, and more
particularly the historians of Ameri-
can universities, had played a decisive
part.

They were now linked together,
Mr. Fisher continued, and he for one
believed that the union between the
great English-speaking races was to
be an enduring unfon. It would not
require any written or formal text (o
cement it, as it was founded upon the
possession not only of a common lan-
guage and a common civilization, but
on an outlook upon life which was
common, much as they might be
tempted at times to insist upen trival
and superficial differences. He had
traveled in America himself, and the
more he saw of the great Republic
the more he was convinced ‘that the
differences were superficial and the
resemblances profound. But he felt
it was of the greatest importance that
{rom time to time learned men from
America should come over and show
them how they looked in the mirror of
American public opinion—what errors
they had committed, and how they
might retrieve them—because it was
only by such a process of instruction
that they would really arrive at that
complete, popular and mutual under-
standing which was' the truest basis
of political life.

In the course of his address Pro-
fessor McLaughlin asked whether if
the war ended in hostilities and prep-
arations for renewed warfare between
nations there could be anything wiser
tha an actual friendly co-operation
of English-speaking peoples, a co-0p-
eration for defense against the Influ-
ence of externzl militarism? If on
the other hand the war ended with &
hopeful and trustful peace of the peo-
ples the responsibility rested in a
large measure with Britain and Amer-
ica in cordiality to make that peace
real and abiding.

German Fruit Crop Below Average.
{Correspondence of the Associated Press.)

Amsterdam, May 23.—The fruit crop
in Germany, so important to the em-
pire's food problem, will not be so
abundant as the record crop of 1917,
according to forecasts available here.
The production of apples, apricots and
pesches is expected to be below the
average, but the outlook for cherries
and pears is better for the Germans.
Owing to the warm spring good
honey vear is expected.

| Food Hint for Today

How to Can Berries.

For dewberries, blackberries, logan-
berries, huckieberries, raspberries, and
currants practically the same methods
of canning may be used. The condi-
tion of the fruit will have much to
do with the gquality of the product.
Berries should be gathered in shallow
trays or baskets and not in deep ves-
sels which allow them to be bruised
and crushed. They should be uni-
formly ripe, sound, and as large as
possible,

After the berries have been sorted
carefully and washed lightly by plac-
ing In a colander and pouring water
over them, instead of immersing them
in water, pack as closely as possible
without crushing. This can be done
better by putting a few berries into
the jar, pressing them gently into
place, and proceeding layer by layer,
than by nearly filling the jar loosely
and then trying to press them down.

Fill jars full of fruit and cover with
hat sirup. Boiling berry juice or
other sirups can be used instead of
sugar sirup. Partially seal jars. Boil
{process) pints 10 minutes and quarts
12 minutes. Seal. When cold test
for leaks and store In cool, dark, dry
place.
