COUHCL OF DEFENSE

REPORT NEARLY DONE

Gives Complete Account of
Missouri's Vir Activi-

ties.

IMPORTANT RECORD

Certificates of Honor to
All Members of the

Council

The report of the Missouri Council
of Defense is being published and will
soon be ready for distribution. This
report will be sent to every slate
council of defense, state officials anil
also to several foreign countries.

On April 9, 1917, Secretary of War,
Xewton D. Baker, sent to Governor
Gardner a request to organize a State
Council of Defense. Three days after
receiving the request Governor Gard-
ner called a conference and organized
a Council of Defense for this state,
the first of its kind to be organized
in this country. At this conference the
constitution for the Council of De-

fense was written. It gave the coun-
cil supreme authority in relation to
the state's duty during the war.

Committees were also appointed at
this conference to carry out war work
in this state. The leading men of
the state were appointed on these
committees and they formulated the
plans which were followed during the
war.

In the report is given every phase
of Missouri's war activities. It in
cludes an account of the Food Ad-

ministration and agricultural work in
this state. The council had charge of
all public speaking throughout the
state, the campaign

Dean F. B. Mumford, of the college J

of Agriculture, chairman of the coun- - j

cil, said that this report is Missouri's I

most important record of war activi- - I

ties. The records have been turned j

over to the State Historical Society
and will be preserved in the Univer-
sity Library for future use and refer-
ence.

The edition of the report is to be
bound in leather and have about 150
pages of reading matter.

For Dean Slumlord's services in the
Missouri Council of Defense he has
been awarded a certificateof honor.
The certificate is signed by the gov-

ernor and secretary of the state, and
stamped with the Missouri seal. Each
mnmliur ftf tViu "VtittinM nf TAfAnon ti'ill
be awarded one of these certificates.

SAYS li:CUEK IS WORTH $20,0001

Collcgv ('niduales Compose Large

A recent bulletin of the Bureau of
Education. Department of Interior, j

Washington. D. C, is entitled ".Money
Value of Education." It appears from
this official bulletin that less than lj'
per cent of American men are col- - J

lege graduates, yet this 1 per cent has
furnished 55 per centof the presidents
of the United States, 3 per cent of the
members of Congress, 47 per cent of
the speakers of the house. 54 per cent
of the C2 per cent of
the secretaries of state, 50 per cent
of the secretaries of the treasury, C7

per cent of the attorney generals and
C9 per cent of the justices of the su- -
preme court. I

Dr. Arthur Holmes, dean of the
faculty of the Pennsylvania State Col-- !
lege, asserts that a college education
is worth $20,000. He arrives at this
conclusion by comparing the average
yearly income of the college trained
man. SI. 187. and the average yearly
income of the man without college i

training, which is $518. This means
an advantage of $650 yearly for the
college trained man. College grad-- 1

uates. at graduation, average 22 years
and their expectancy of productive
years of work is 30 years, which
means a total profit of $19,500 directly
resulting from college education.

Professor Tyggesen is engaged up-

on a. great HeograpUical work, in
which he is so absorbed that he con-
siders nothing or nobody else. Grad-
ually he has taken possession of the
whole house, from parlor to kitchen,
with his globes and charts. His wife
is driven ft-o- the ground floor, his j

daughter to a boarding school, and
even the cook is furious.

Professor
Tyggesen holds out for a time longer
and then writes, "You shall have every
rm back again without any geogra- -
phy, but overflowing with love." Karen
then returns and with her his vitality
and creative power.

It is an open secret that "Love and
Geography" is a humorous study of
the author himself and of his home
life. As one crtic has put it, "In this
work he has indeed erected to his
wife an enduring monument." It is
a significant fact in this connection
that hardly a book, or essay left
Bjornson's desk without first having
been copied by his wife and secretary
Karoline Bjornson.

Bjornson, called by his countrymen
the "uncrowned king of Xorway" was
born in 1S32, four years after his
ountryman Ibsen. During his
life he attempted nearly every kind
of literary composition the short-stor- y,

the prose idyl, the novel, the
lyric and the drama. He was for i

many years, moreover, a prominent
figure in Scandinavian politics and
had a great share in all the social,
educational, and economic movements
of his day. He was both a national
lender and a national bard. His death
occurred at Paris in 1910.
