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COLUMBIA ACTIVE IN
TWO ROAD PROJECTS

State Highway Engineer
Makes Inspection of Cen-
tralia Route Today.

A LIBERTY ROAD BID

E. W. Stephens’ Election
Lends Influence to Colum-
bia’s Claim for Place.

Two good roads projects of import-

ance to Columbia are now under way.
One is the selecting of the road

north from Columbia to the North 0.

State Highway at Moberly, and the
other is the effort for a position on
the Liherty Highway, a transcontinen-
tal road from Atlantic City to Los
Angeles.

A. W. Graham, state highway engin-
eer, and Russell Ellis, first assistant
to Mr. Graham, made a tour of four of
the five contesting routes in Boone
County vesterday afternoon and this|
morning. Late this afternoon Mr. Gra-
ham, accompanied by twenty-two au-
tomobile loads of Centralia business
men, left on an inspection trip of the |
Cantralia route.

“All of the five routes north from
Columbia are feasible roads, but fur-
ther than that 1 can make no state-
ment,” Mr. Graham said in the Daniel
Boongé Tavern before departing on
the last trip of lus tour.

(Claim Place on Liberty Road.

Columbia, in making a clalm for a
position on the Liberty Highway, was
represented yesterday afternoon at a
sesslon of the Missourl section of the
Liberty ‘Highway Assoclation by the
following delegates: F. W. Leonard.
H. 1. Bragg, William Hirth, Frank B.
Rollins and William Garth.

E. W. Stephens of Columbia was
elected first vice-president of the as-
sociation, and this is interpreted by
Columbia business men as a gond
omen, giving the city considerable in-
fluence.

“Columbia will do all it ean to se-
cure a place on the Liberty Highway,"
\r. Stephens said this afternoon. "It
will be a valuable connecting link be-
tween this city and St. Lounis and Kan-
sas City. Columbia will send & strong
delegation to the convention in Kan-
sas City this fall.”

Mr. Stephens was unable to attend
the meeting,

Next Session Iy September.

The next session of the convention.
which will pe September 2, when the
first annual meeting of the crganiza-
tion will be held in Kansas City, will
determine the exact toute for the
highway.

The convention yesterday was as-
sured of federal aid by Truman T.
Pierson of Quincy, 111, natlonal or-
ganizer, if each of the states on the
route contributed its quota toward the
road’s construction. The aid the gov-
ernment will give the project will de-
pend on the interest the states and
communities take in the road, Frank
K. Davis, secretary of the Associated
Highways of America, said.

Five Routes Are Proposed.

The highway linking the state cap-
ital with the University has been
chosen, and the work now is to select
the road from Columbia to the North
State Highway, which will mean from
Columbia to Moberly. There are at

present five districts contending for |.

the route: Columbia to Renick, by
way of Harrisburg; Columbia to Stur-
geon, by way of Hinton and Dripping
Springs; Columbia to Centralia, by
way of the Mexico gravel road and
Murry; Columbia to Sturgeon, by way
of the Pinnacles and Columbia to Stur-
geon, by way of Hallsville.

Property owners in the Harrisburg
.section have organized and are ready
to put up their part of the money for
a hard-surfaced road. This step has
not yet been taken by the other dis-
tricts. If the road were run through
Harrisburg, the most direct route
would be taken, and it would connect
Columbia with the coal fields near that
place, it is said.

W. B. Cauthorn, a Columbia engin-
eer who has promoted eight good-

vear, said this morning: )

“While the Harrisburg route 18
little rough in places, I believe it is
the best route to take, especially as
far as Columbin is concerned.” This
road seems to be in favor with Co-
lumbia business men.

Engineer Goes Over Proposed Routes.

Mr. Graham motored over the Har-
risburg route with the party from that
section late yesterday afternoon and
returned to Columbia by way of Stur-
geon, arriving here about 6 o'clock.
Mr. Ellis’ Inspection tour covered the
Columbia district and the Midway dls-
tricts.

Data ‘collected by Mr. Graham and
Mr. Ellis as to the comparative cosis
and feasability of the roads will be
filed with the State Highway Com-
mission within a short time, and the
road will then be designated by that
body. The state department is try-
ing to select the roads in the six dis-
tricte as quickly as possible, as there
is now on foot in the state an inten-
sive movement for better roads.

RACE RIOTS QUELLED

Troops Restore Order in
Washington—Deaths Now
Number Five.

WASHINGTON, July 23.—Order has
been restored in Washington today by
the troops under Major-General Hahn.
The situation was regarded better
than at any time since the riot'ng be-
gan Saturday night.

No mobs were permitted to gather
and squadrons of cavalrymen dashed
through the streets whenever a crowd
began to collect.

Troops had been stationed at
points where there was danger of a
clash. Armored tanks were held in
readiness for any further uprising.

Isaac Halbfinger, member of the
home defense guards, was killed and
Benjamin Belmont, also of the guards,
was seriously wounded by a negro.
These two were the only casualties
during the night.

In the entire riot five have heen kill-
ed, one is now mear Jeath because of
injurfes received, eight are seriously
wounded and about a hundred have
received treatment for small wounds.

An assistant professor of so-
ciology will be appointed at the meet-
ing of the executive board of the Uni-
versity July 31 to teach the short
courses,

The training will be similar to that
of the schools of civics and philan-
thropy in large cities, according to
Professor Tavlor, and will consist of
bourses covering rural sociology, econ-
mics, organization, life and work.
