COAL IN COLUMBIA

The coal situstion in Columbia is
one which should cause the residents
to take notice.. The Commercial Club
and the local coal dealers are devis-
ing everyone who can to lay in a win-
ter’s supply now and thereby insure
himself fuel for the winter, and at
the same time ald in averting the pre-
dicted shortage for next winter.

The device is good but the question
of the price of coal dropping later in
the season arises. If the price should
dGrop, the man who has laid in his sup-
ply of coal would feel that by trying
to doa petriotic duty e has been
left holding the bag. [His bins would
be full of coal which cost him more
than it would cost to put it in as it is
nreeded,

This siwnation has arisen in Colum-
bia in years past but it is not likely
that it will come again this year. With
transportation facilities such that
coal moves very slowly from the mines
in the East to the Middle West, with
the inadequacy of the local suppiy,
with the rise ‘lhll is likely to come In
treight rates before next fall and with
the shortage that already exists in
tactories for coal, it is not likely that
the price will drop this year.

With less than 120 days until cold
weather and with many big manufac-
turing industries of the country ham-
pered more or less by the present
shortage, it is not at all like-
ly that sufficieni supply can be laid
in during the warm weather (0 cause
a relax in the buying this fall which
will affect prices . i

Granting that there should be a
drop in the prices of coal, Columbia
has not passed through a winter in
several years without a fuel shortage.
Nearly every Columbian and nearly
every student who has passed a win-
ter here can recall shivering in"an of-
fice, home or rooming house because
of the lack of heat. This happened
during years when the railroads were
operating under practically normal
conditions. The chances are that bx
the time cold weather comes this year
the railroads will be giving better ser-'
vice than they are mow, but normal)
transportation can bardly be expect-
ed from them. The fear that the prices
of coal will fall should not cause any
one to hesitate about laying in his
supply now. If he buys coal now the
house holder need ‘nm shiver next
winter.

.
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The election this year is as impor-
tant as ever held The minds of the
people are filled with memories of the
crisis through which the Nation has
passed, making the preaidency &
greater office than It had gver been.
Party lines are not so closely drawn
as formerly. Each convention kmows
it must satisty its party with the man
it nominates, and it may ressonably
be supposed that both comventions
will spare no pains to name the most
available man. The country demands
it.

True, there is much accident in any
national convention, but the nation Is
fts own master and will summarily
attempt tb correct any blunder or, ac-
cident any convention may make in
its nominee. Americans are not be-
holden to any power of dictation—they
rule their rulers.

The two men who will be named by
the two leading parties this month
must go before the people in a cam-
paign of four months. Each must ap-
peal to those indifferent to him as
well as those opposed to him. The
time between the action of the conven-
tions and the election in November
will be the acid test for both candi-
dates and platforms, Whoever can
emerge from this with the favor of the
greatest number of the people and be
successful in the election must be a
good man with a good platform.

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RELIEF TO EUROPE

The call of the American people to
bring relief to the starving population
of Europe brings up the question of,
Can we do it? Yes, we can send money
and food supplies which will give tem-
porary relief, but the guestion is, Will
this help these people toward a per-
manent betterment of their condi-
tions? -
We want the people of all countries
who are suffering to have the necessi-
ties of life but we do not want to fur-
nish themn with these at the expense of
a peace which would ensble them to
provide for themselves. By furnishing
them with food we are probably put-
ting off the time when they will set-
tle their disputes.

It is well to care for the women and
children of the destitute nations of
Europe, but if we do we probably on-
ly make the men of these countries
feel that their homes are provided for
in a way and cause them to be willing
to continue to fight. When the com-
mon man of Eurcpe sees that his fam-
ily is destitute he will become stub-
born about fighting and will demand
that he be allowed to go home. When
enough o fihe common soldiers of the
unsteeled countries are *willing to
make this demand, the leaders in the
petty wars will have no following and
the conflicts will have to cease.

This seems like a cold way of look-
ing at the matter but it Is perhaps
the best in the long run.- We should
be willing to help the starving coun-
tries of Europe when the time comes
that we can do so without causing
them to prolong their struggles, but
we should let them willing to
help themselves before we help them.
