League of Nations was Article Ten, read-
ing as follows: “The members of the
League undertake to vespect and pre-
serve against external aggression the ter-
sitorial and existing political independ-
ence of all members of the League.”
“This article and certain other parts of
the Covenant aroused great opposition
in America, where the iraditional Amer-
ican aloofness manifested itself, and the
necessary twothirds yote in the Senate

insisted upon certain amendments. which |
the President refused 10 aceept, s the |
Covenant was not  accepted  and e !
Treaty with Germany was net  sanc:
tioned. |

The terms of the Treaty of Versailles |
were, accurding to some writers, the most
terrible doom_imposed wpon any nation

since the fime of the destruction of Car-
thage by Rome. The provinces of Al
sace-Lorraine were returned 1o France;
a part of Silesia and the greater pan
of Posen and West Prussia was given
1o Poland. Germany lost more than 35,
000 square miles of territory, a sinh of
her former area, and about seven mil-
lions of her population. Ia short, she
was forced 1o give up that which she
had gained on the continent at the ex-
pense of Denmark, Poland and France.
She was forced to abrogate the Treaty
of Brest-Litovek, which had ' given her
economie and indusrial control of Rus-
sin in 1917; limit her army to 100,000
men; refain only a small navy, with no
submarines: allowed no aigplanes for
war purposes; and forced 10 Way o hoge
indemnity.

By the terms of the treaty Germany
was confined to the continent of Europe.
Outside of Europe she was to renounce
all her possessions: her colonies; her
rights in China, Siam, Liberia and Mo-
roceo; recognize the British protectorate

over Egypt; and cede her rights in Shan-

tung to Japan.

This last article of the Treaty, con-
cerning the cession of the German rights
in Shantung to Japan, csused China to
refuse to sign the Treaty of Versailles.
President Wilson upheld | the Chinese

claime, that the German rights in China
should revert to that country instead of

being transfecred 1o Japan, as long as
he could; but on scconnt of previous
secrel negotistions ‘and  dipl i€ in
trigue, he was foreed to countenance the
transaction.

China has steadfastly tefused to recog-

engage in anmy negotiations with Japan
for the return of the provinee; but ad.
monishes Japan that “China reserves to
hersell the freedom of seeking a solu.
tion of the question whenever a suitable
ocegsion prisents itself.”  This occasion
will doubtless be offered at the present
Conference in Washington.

The wark begins with the origin of
the earth and portrays the evolution of
the world and its numerons elements in
chronological ordar.

The seeker after details should avoid
this book. It deals in generalities. The
