THE MA1WETS.

The Murk-lan- e Express, in its weekly
review says: Wheat, which a week ago ap-

peared adverse to farming Interest, has for-

bo exceeded. It would be rash to at
tempt now to predict what thefuturo course
of prices is likely to bo. but our require-
ments, though heavy, will probably be easi-
ly met by tho largo American supply which
seems to be assured, nail with shipments
from Northern Itussia and India and other
numerous channels of supply, so that buy
ers appear to bo justified In their present
cautious policy. At tho samotimo It must
bo borno In mind that political contengen-cle- s

may again disturb trade and compel
buyers to extend their operations, while
supplios from India inny possible be limited
or interfered with by tho pressing need of
thoso districts now scourngcil by famine."

The anticipated activity In tho homo mar
kets have not been realized during tho past
week. At Kansas City the whoat market,
though quite buoyant for tho season, has
been unexpectedly dull. But this Is tho re
sult of tho unsettled fooling in tho eastern
markets. Kansas City is doing its inmost
to attract a largo share of the trudo of tlio
surrounding country and of that along tho
long lines of railway leadingwost and south,
mid its market may safely bo regarded us
tho pulso of tho general markets further
cast.

that tho satisfying such need is the legi
timate function and property of all the
people, and that the fullillniciit of such
noed should bo exchange 1 in paper, and
that such paper should not be used to
borrow money, but that of itself it is
money.

1'lloMlSKS TO PAY IN' IIK1.II.
It would seem superfluous, Mr. Allis

said, to detail the great degree in which
the precious metals fall short in volumes
of ability to perform the exchanges of
the world, but it is so small in compari-
son as to bo almost insignificant. The
loanable capital of Great Britain alone
is greater than all tho gold in the uni-

verse, and yet that loanable capital is all
claimed to bo gold, as is also the loana-
ble capital of other nationsof the earth.
The public debts of the principal civiliz-
ed nations of the earth, nil payable in
gold, are live times over all the gold in
the world. Mankind havo seen the
necessity of more of the precious metals
than the world had or could produce, and
instead of boldly meeting this want by
truth have preniitted the fact to bo used
for individual profit and have preniitted
their volume to be fictitiously increased.
An increase was certainly needed, but n
fictitious increase was wrung. One of
these fictitious means of increasing the
volume of the precious in our
country, you will remember, was the

"specie paying banks." A bank
was preniitted to issue ." or moro in
paper for every $1 in coin it possessed,
promising to redeem it all in coin nil de-

mand. In this way tlio volume of coin
for practical purposes was largely multi-

plied ami such hanks were great aids to
business and progress in their days and
while they prospered. These banks
might have other things just us good as
coin, but the promise was coin, und it is
evident that their ability to redeem the
promise only lasted wliilo they were
culled upon to do so. Wherever people
have attempted to supplement the
volume of gold it has been by means of
a debt, and they have called the debt
gold, and the enduring quality of the
substitute depended upon the character
of the debt.

The highest form of physical debt,
and consequently of value, now known
is that of n nation to its own people.
An individual or corporation may bo
unwilling to pay a debt to his neighbor
creditor; a Stato may fail to pay its
debt to n foreign State, and the foreign
State must bo tlio loser; but a nation s

debt to its own people cannot fail. The
people, have had tho value of tho debt,
and they cannot be deprived of it, and
the only question is the just distribution
of its benefits und burdens, which is
purely a question of method, not of
value. A national debt to its own
people, therefore, is tho refinement of
debt, the very height of value. It can
not be lost. e have in our national
debt what is either a mine of wealth far
exceeding all tho gold mines of the
hind, or a deadly incubus drugging us
deeper and deeper into ruin, just as we
see it. An abundant currency is nn
acknowledged necessity to national pros-
perity, and gold wo have not and can't
get, and our only hope for nn adequate
currency is in our national debt. There
it is, $2,000,000,000 of it ready to onr
hand, worth in tho market y from
5 ner cent, less than gold to 20 per cent.
moro than gold, and nil of which can be
made of equal valuo with gold and be
available for currency. Why will wo
not avail ourselves of it? Who, having
the good of his country anil his fellow
men at heart, can object to it? The
only possiblo objection made, or that
can be made, is that the greenback is
not as good as gold is at a discount.

NOT AH OOOD AH OOLI).

Pleaso let us look at this matter of
discount on greenbacks in a simple
business way and soe if it is a very

matter. Wo hnvo two kinds of
legal tendor nionoy gold and green-
backs. Gold is legal tender for every
thing. Greenbacks are legal tenders
for everything except duties on imports
and interest on the publio debts. Here,

Would not an hon-
est grocer think the proper way to make
a caddy ol tea worth as much as a chest
of tea would be to put the samo amount
of tea with it rather than to make cad-

dies of tea scarce? Our government
nave heen trying lo make our neon e

think that n part of a loaf was as good
as a whole loaf liy starvinc tho People
to it. Even the American Government.
powerful as it is, can never make two
unequal tilings equal while leaving them
unequal. To settle this simple nnestion
of how to mako greenbacks good ns
gold, has been the subject of discussion
and conventions, by linnnciers and by
statesman, and the result reached and
tho plan pursued was based on this
proposition. As we have no gold and
cannot get it, we will keen the croon
backs inferior in working power until
we deprive ourselves of them also; then
we can declare two things we haven't
got, convertible into each other and
they will bo equal.

"In conclusion, " said Mr. Allis. "I
wish to say that I was long in doubt as
