THE EASTERN WAR.

A Hevluwof the Situation.
The foreign powers most directly in

terested in the result of Ilia Turkish ami
Russian war are getting into a fever heat.
From the best foreign dispatches we learn
the following Information regarding the
general state of ufTalrs. The English papers
appreciate tho situation, and clamor for
European mediation. The Times thinks It

would bo an eternal senndulto civilization
and statesmanship if a bloody settlement of
the eastern question is the only ono that
can be attained. The News thinks that
llussia and Turkey have tho best reasons
for wishing that before the middle of Oelo-he- r

battles may bo fought so decisive in
character as to produce such u state of
pollticnl feeling as may permit the negotia-
tion of pence. Public, sentiment seems
agreed that tho condition of France Is such
that the continuance of tho lliisso-Turkis- h

was is certain to involve other nationalities
notably Frnnce and Germany, with univer-
sally disastrous results. Mingled with this
apprehension is the fear of the English that
llussia, If psomilted to go on. will surely
endanger IJftlish interests, although this
phaso Is now kept well In the background.
What commerce, trade, humanity, and
civilization will suiter If the war be permit-
ted to continue, is the reason urged why the
contest must lie stopped. It should be
noticed that when the Turks were In the as-

cendant no reasons why the war should be
ended were put forward. All classes of
securities are feeding the effect of tho crisis.
Tho military situation Is critical for both
belligerents.

The Famine ill India,
tiie Whitehall Review.

I have this week received from the
famine districts of India letters describ-
ing the precise state of allium. My cor-
respondent's narrative deserves to be
read carefully, for it is from tho pen of
an of the terrible scenes now
being enacted in that famine-stricke- n

country. In his first letter, written on
tho 11 th of July, my correspondent says :

"Wo have had no rain since I lust wrote,
and unless it falls within tho next four
or fivo days the crops duo in September
will perish, as they did last year, and
there will bo another year of scarcity.
Hico is now selling at thrco and n half
measure tho rupee, choliner at i, and
grain I measures the rupee. I have
to buy grass daily for my horses, then
the horse keepers aio so hungry that
they steal tho grain to mako soup. In
fact, every ono is hungry, and every-
thing is iiboniinably dear, and, unless
rain comes, there will, I four, be a
reign of nnarchy abroad soon. Crime,
of course, is fearfully heavy. Besides
having hundreds flogged, our jail
still has 1,0!M) prisoners, the average at
ordinary times being 120. Mr. and Mrs.

have gono out on ft tour,
their carts drawn by coolies, no bullocks
to bo had for lovo nor money. Child-
ren havo boen and stiil are being sold
for a rupoo or two; tho police havo res-
cued somo twenty-live- . Soino women
go about stealing tho little wretches and
then Bell them, They go off by carts to
Hyderabad, whero they aro finally dis-
posed of. " Writing on the' lHth of July,
ho ndds: "Tho season promises to bo as
disastrous as that of 1870, in fact.must
bo far worse. Thero is no ruin, nnd nil
hope of our having any crop in Septem-
ber is now over. If wo get any north-
east monsoons in October, there will bo
a crop in some portions of the district
in January.

Like Viinderbilt and
Astor, Mr. Adams started with nothing,
and died leaving nn estate valued at
many millions of dollars. Among his
earliest associates was J nun lloey.wlio for
thirty-seve- n years was an intimate, and
at Mr, Adams's death stood high in the
councils of the company.

Adams began to
cany parcels and letters between Hus-

ton and Xew York there was no rail-
road.

Ho had a
singularly plca.vnt face and a frank,
niunly bearing, that attracted peoplciiiid
lived confidence, so that he soon got his
share of that kind of patronage."

While 1
was lining this I made the aeiuaintanee
of tin expressman mimed licecher. lie
wasrunuingnlittle Connecticut express,
and offered me four dollars a week mid
steady work. I accepted, and we took
an olliee with Adams. At that time
Kilwui'ils S. Saiil'oril was iu the habit of
asking for ii job. rinally Dinsmore let
him help make out u way bill, and little
by little he worked in, till he was made
agent in Philadelphia, and Dinsmore
and I ran the Xew York end. Adams
staving iu lloston."

"Was Mr. Adams Ihe chief?"
"Olives. And he was the sole one

known, too. He anil his maimer made
everything."

"Were you successful at first?"
"Xot at all. It was lSll! before we

began even to see our way clear. 11 was
a constant struggle. A three-dolla- r way
bill was a wonder."

At lirst billsand letters wero the prin-
cipal freight, but parcels begun to conic
iu, nnd after a while trunks, boxes, nnd
bundles. This necessitated a porter,
but for a lung time a boy and wheelbar-
row did all the collecting and distribu-
ting. Then they got a horse and wagon

a step which was pondered long before
it was taken.

Ihiiikruplcy,
Tho Xew York evening Post gives

the following illustration of what may
be done to defraud creditors under the
bankrupt law by men willing to swindle
and commit perjury:

"A merchant bought $12,000 worth of
goods on credit, and soon after had
himself put in bankruptcy by n friend,
so he would have to pay nothing for a
release, procured a friend to bo made
assignee, who had it appraised at 5,000,
which another friend bought at 50 cents
on tho dollar, and transferred to the
original merchant on tho very day he
received his discharge, thus securing
goods worth $12,000 for $2,300. When
ono of his creditors, purchasing at his
store, asked a reduction on tho article,
giving as reason that ho had lost so
much money by him, the debtor ex-

claimed : 'Do you think I was such a
fool as to go into bankruptcy for your
benefit?' It will bo asked, How can
such things be and not como to the
notieo of tho officers of tho court? The
proceedings wero regular, and the court
relies upon tho oaths made beforo it.
Even in tho caso of tho bankrupt who
has no desire to defraud, tho fees at-

tending tho proceedings are soeiiormous
that, as tho law student Biiid, 'Tho aim
of bankruptcy seems to bo to mako an
equitable division of tho assets between
the officers of tho court and tho mem-
bers of the bar.' "

Her Tbirly-sl- x Years of Crime ill New York
ilinl in I'nlilorntit.

The notorious Ellen Gibbous, alias

Kate Smith, but better known as "the
Woman in Black," was taken into the
Municipal Criminal Court to re-

ceive judgment on two convictions for
robbery, and Judge Blake sentenced
her to State Prison for two years. She
is the wifeof npoliccofliccriii Brooklyn,
X. Y., and is about 10 years of age. Her
mother, who is nearly HO years of age,
lives iu this city, also her two daughters,
the eldest a miss of 15. She eiinie to
this State from Xew York iu the full of
lHliH. About this time numerous rob-
beries of dwellings were reported, mid
the police ascertained that n woman
dressed in black and deeply veiled was
frequently seen near houses that were
robbed.

crazy, ami Unit she coulil not help steal
ing, that her uncle went crazy, ami
nniile several attempts to kill himself,
and that her husband is afraid to live
with her on account of her thriving
habits.

One dav I was riding with Brigham

Young around the suburbs of Salt Luke.
As we came iu from the Hot Sulphur
Springs, which run like a little river
from the rockv base of the Wasatch
mountains, about a mile north of the
city, we pi s ed u dilapidated "'oiew;al!,
a wall muile tinin unbaked clay, ihe
wall hud been eight or nine feet high,
but it is little more than a nun

"What was that wall built for?" I
asked.

"That wall was built for two purpos-
es," said the prophet. "It once extend-

ed all around Salt Lake. It was a little
Chinese wall, with loop-hole- s and gates
nud round-house-

"Then Salt Lake was once a walled
city?"

"Yes, it was walled all around, nml the
wall cost a great deal of labor, too.
Hundreds of men worked all winter on
it."

"But you have not told mo tho two
purposes for which it was built,'' I sug-
gested.

"Well, the chief purpose of this wall
was to keep three or four hundred emi-

grants from being idle. You see, we
had a large emigration one year, three
or four liuiidredable-bodic- d men. They
arrived iu August, too late to do any-
thing on their farms. Xow, an idle man
is always a bad man. Still, wo had no
work for them. 'How e in I employ
them?' I asked myself. Then I thought
of this wall. To make it seem necessa-
ry, we hud to pretend that we were
threatened by the Indians around us.
This was easily done, for several pur-tic- s

of Indians had been hovering about
the town. In a few days we worked up
the enthusiasm for protection, and put
these hundreds of idle men to work.
Tho wages were small, but they all work-
ed steadily nil that whole fall and win-

ter."
"And no Indians ever troubled the

town?"
"Xo, and I never thought they would.

But four hundred idle men would have
troubled it. Wo were in moro danger
from idle men than from Indians. And
this has always been my idea: whenever
I havo found an idle Mormon I have set
him to work kept him busy with hands
and hra:n, anil theu he is always sure to
be ft good citizen."

This I found has always been tho
Prophet's theory. If a poor emigrant
camo to Suit Lako without money, Brig-ha-

placed him on a farm, nnd gave
him implements and seeds. Ho made
him Everything in
Salt Lako was built right there. A Mor-
mon buit tho big organ in tho tnborna-cle- ,

Mormons build and officer their
and Mormons aro building their

great temple. Beforo ho died tho
Prophet had Mormon furnituro factories,
a Mormon mint whero they oneo coined
their own money, and six cotton and
woolen factories. In fact, Brigham
Young taught his people to makoovory-thin- g

they ate, drank, orw-ore- , excepting
coffee, tea, sug.tr, poppor, and spice.
