From the Scdalia Democrat, Sunday,

The Democrat of yesterday morn-

ing contained a short account ol tho

brutal murder ol Thomas (. Cock-rol- l,

at liidgo l'ruirie, Saline county,
on Friday night. Since then wo

have obtained full particulars of the
ull'air. Tho details are as follows:

Mnj. Tlicmitis U. Cockrell, the
inunlered man, was well known in

l'ettis, Salino and Cooper counties,

where he had numerous and sub-

stantial friends, and was a nephew

of Senator Cockrell and the lalo

lion. T. U. K. Harvey. He a
single man , about years of age,
ami was formerly somewhat addicted

to intemperance, but of laic had not
been given to dissipation. Ho had

sometime been employed as a

cleik in the store M. F. Stotls, at
It'dge I'rairie, and occupied that po-

sition at the time of his murder.

Mr. Siolls has been in Southwest
Misvouri for some tune, and during

absence Mr. Cockrell in

charge of the store. The murder is
supposed to have been committed ul
about S:30 o'clock, Friday night.
The victim ha 1 been boarding with
a blacksmith named Co'.e, in llidge
I'rairie, and slept alone in the store.
On Saturday inornini:. annul o

o'clock, tho blacksmith sent his boy

to awaken Cockrell. In a short
time the boy returned and said Mr.

Cockrell was lying on tho floor and

was probably drunk, as he had push
ed him and tried to awaken him,

but could not.
Mr. Cole then went down to tho

Isloro and found tho murdered man
in the rear part of the store, lying
ou his back, with his head near tho

whiskey barrel, and a pint flask

near him, containing about a gill ol

liquor. A slovo leg, coverul
with blood and hair, lying beside

him, and with this umdcroiis imple-

ment he had been killed. The stove
leg weighed three and one half lbs.,

and had been weilded with terrible
force. The victim had been struck
three blows on lop and one on the
hack ol the head, each one breaking
the skull. Not satisfied with this
the murderer had used a knife to

complete his hellish work. Mr.
jCockrell's throat deeply cut on

both sides, and his windpipe was al

f most fevered. In Ins right hand,
which badly cut, helirnily grip-c-c-

a knife, the same the assas-

sin Used, and which Mr. Cockrell in

his struggle with tho foe had evi-

dently wrested from him.
