The hickory,
oak ami maple, u well as being the most
valuable, timber and the bent of firewood,
are among our sightliest trees, and con-

hard winters. It is of quick growth, and
we would gladly see it even more abund-
ant than it is.

The Locust, or A ravin t Jiohlm fwtula-rac'-

is now popular hero, but it scarcely
deserves tlie good-wi- it meets with. It
is a handsome tree when quite young, nnd
its foliage is at all times a pleasant con
trast toother trees, liut its beauty is
very short-live- Hy tho time it is thirty
years old half of its wood is dead, and a
general air of sett in.
(t is late to leaf out, nnd early to drop
itH leaves. It "suckers" badlv. nnd in
difficult to eradicate. But in considera-
tion of its youthful beautv we should not
deny it a place on our streets if only for
the nake of variety.

All trees are preyed upon by special in-
sect enemies, and the horse chestnut is
well equipped in this reject. Tlie insect
themselves are preyed upon by insects
living on other trees than chestnuts, and
it those other trees be not present the in
crease of the insect in unchecked, and al
most certain to go on until the food sup-
ply is exhausted. A redundance of chest
nuts or any other treo invites insects in
overwhelming numbers, and finally in
volves the destruction of the trees.

The most elevated spot overlooking tlv

Iniralls, stands, and is not improbable that
the beautiful vista which presents itself
from the window of that modest but culti
vated home greeted Coronado'a eyes near
ly lour hundred years ago.

There upon the rugged dins above
Atchison the dream of Coronado came to
an end. and bitter must have been the dis-

ipomtment and terrible the wreck ot his
ambition as he gazed upon the muddy
iiood at ins teet.

The province of Qui vim the mythical
Quivira, so far as it was a land "abound
ing m gold and other precious metals,
extended from
hrst degree of latitude north and south, and
from the ninet.y-fift- to the ninetyseventh
degree of longitude, east and west. This
was aliout its geographical area, according
to the old maps, but Coronado did not go
beyond where Atchison now stands, or
about half way between its northern and
southern limit.

There, as he gazed upon the turbulent
Missouri the Teucsreaof the Indians he
saw that it was useless to proceed further
towards the north.

The interminable woods stretching out
before had their legends of horror, and
his naturally superstitious mind, already
surfeited witii terrible experiences, and
confidence in his guides completely lost,
there was nothing lelt for him to do but
return to Mexico baffled, defeated, and
crushed with disappointments.

"I am inclined to believe," says Ma-

jor lnman, "that Coronado reached his
maximum northern point at about where
Atchison now stands, and that trom thence
he followed the Missouri south, until he
reached the mouth of the Kaw, where he
turned abruptly and marched along its
northern bank until Iip came to the North
Fork of the Smoky Hill."

HE DOESN'T WVK ANY P HOOKA.

Maj. Inman advances no proofs to sus-
tain his assertion that Coronado stopped
in his march at the place where Atchison
now stands, and from everything which
can be learned in regard to the matter
there are no tangible evidences which go
to show thatCoronado stopped where Maj.
