A NKIIIT (IK ADVKNTIRK.

In the spring of thi' year 1S77, w hen
the Russians were pushing their vic-

torious forces toward the cilv of their
conquered foe. ami F.nglaml was wait
ing, apprehensive of the result, I bail
the fortune to be attached to a depot
balterv of garrison artillery in the
Southern District. At that tunc there
was a great scarcity of subalterns in
the Royal Regiment, and I found mv- -

self the only olliccr of that rank in a
battery of recruits sonic two hundred
strong. Asinav be imagined. 1 had
mite us much work on mv hands as 1

cared for.
It was with mingled feelings that 1

heard the news that Lord Beaconsfiold
had determined on calling out the Re
serves. On tlie one hand the act
seemed prophetic of imminent war.
witli till the chances of promotion and
distinction that such a prospect opens
lo t no soldier; white on the other
there was the immediate certainty of
plenty of hard work, and of endless
trouble witli men just transferred
from their civil occupations to the
stirring life of the army. On tlie
whole, however, I think l' rather en
joyed the excitement iifl'ercd by the
change.

One morning I was called into the
Colonel 'solliec, itioorincd that a large
detachment of forty men of the Re-

serve was to join my battery from
Wales and that I was to proceed thith-
er immediately with a trustworthy ser-
geant and bring them to the depot.
The Colonel ilid not scruple to tell nie
that he would not have intrusted so
difficult a task to an olliccr with as
little experience anil length of service
as myself, had he had another to
send; but as there was no one avail-
able, he must make a virtue of neces-
sity, and hoped I would prove worthy
of the confidence reposi d in inc. At
the same time, lie gave nie to under-
stand that, once the pirn were ill my
rharge, 1 should br held responsible
for any who managed lo desert or oth-
erwise absent themselves on the jour-
ney.

I always dislike responsibility, and
had, moreover, an idea whether well
or ill founded I shall not pause to con
sider that the small pay of a subal-
tern was not intended lo cover any
duties of great importance, but was
merely an income drawn for tho per-
formance of certain fixed pieces of
routine, such as visiting guards, going
round lo inspect men's dinners, anil so
on. I can not, therefore, say that I at
all relished the order 1 had just re-

ceived, especially since I could very
well realize the dillicutly of conveying
forty rude Welsh miners so long a' dis-

tance through a country unknown to
them. I only stipulated, however,
that the sergeant who was to be my
companion should be a man I knew
and could trust, and who could talk
Welsh onoccassion. Fortunately, just
such a one as I needed was available,
and wo started on our journey deter-
mined to make the best of it.

I do not intend here to give an ac-
count of tlie manner in which I car-
ried out my mission, though, indeed,
some of flic incidents were amusing
enough. I was compelled preforce to
stay longer than 1 had intended in
Wales gatberiug my men together:
aud on the morning of our final de-
parture half the population of tlie
country seemed lo be collected to-

gether to seo us oil'. Had Micro been
the least unwillingness on thu part of
the new recruits to join, 1 should have
been quite unable to muster them
among the crowds that attended; but
both they and their relatives ware
only too willing to servo Her Majesty
nnd to drink her health. Man lifter
man was carried aloft by his ad-

miring friends, dead drunk, and
thrust into tho carriages

and anyhow, till my number
was complete nnd the amused engine-drive- r

could at length start his train.
Of tho whole party, I think that my-
self, my sergeant, nnd a single total
abstainer, who happened to bo tlie
sole one of my men who could sneak a
word of English, wore the only per-
sons sober. I kept my charges well
supplied with liquor, in defiance of all
precedent, carried them from Easton
to London Bridge in .a couple of omni-
buses, nnd had them all safely housed
in barracks beforo they well knew they
had started. I fear some of them
must have felt very 111 the day after,
but that, of course, I could not help.

But the adventure I nm about to re-
late had littlo to do with my Reserve
men. It took place on the second
night after my arrival In Wales. My
sergeant and I had taken up our
quarters in a little way vil-
lage on the coast, not far from the
Menai Straits. For many reasons I do
not care to give Its name. We arrived
there late in the evening, as darkness
was drawing on; and.bv dint of my
companions Knowledge Df tho language,
had found out the position of tho only
placo of entertainment that was avail-
able a little inn situated at some dis-
tance from the town. I was struck,
on approaching it, by the wild and

picttirrsiiue beauty of the locality. It
was perched on tlie top of a high' rlifl',
which seemed almost to overhang the
sea below; and between the door and
tho verge of the perpendicular de-

scent, unguarded by fence or rail,
nothing intervened but a patch of
grass, blackened and withered by the
sprayeast up by the westerly gaies of
the equinox, anil not more than four
yards wide.

"Ah, a geologist," I replied. "N'o. I

have no objection to be left alone. I

would conic down lo the village witli
you, but that I am tired, ami I think I

will just smoke a pipe and go to bed."
This message being duly translated

to my host he made nie a bow and the
two started oil', shutting the door
after them. I lit my pipe and made
myself comfortable' with a couple of
chairs by the lire. There is no more
sleepy occupation than watching to-

bacco smoke curling upwards and I

soon fell into . a doze. I do not know
how long I had slrpt when I was
awakened by a stir in the room and
saw at once that the
had returned sooner than he was ex-
pected, and was now regarding nie
with some interest.

I vvus
not, however, much of a judge of
physiognomy, and did not trouble my-
self with theories on the subject.

As we were talking the moan of the
sea grew louder and louder, and at
length eame a sudden dash of wind and
rain against the windows. The gale
was beginning in earnest.

What followed 1 can scarcely expect
my readers to believe, and,' indeed,
looking back on it now as I sit in my
cosy quarters, with the lamp burning
brightly on the tablr, I could almost
think tliut I hail hern the victim of
some terrible hallucination; but it was
real enough lo me that night.

After the first impetuous gust of the
storm there came a pause of stillness,
and in the unnatural tension of tlie
nerves that one feds ia such an inter-
val of expectancy I heard, am clearly
as ever I heard anything in my life, a
woman's voice outside the window
crying, in a wailing tone : "), Jack,
Jack!"

Ileum of tlie Dreadful Work of Friday and

There were about thirty murderers
confined in tlie jail, and on learning
that one of the number, William Hor-
ner, had been sentenced to the peni-
tentiary for twenty years, a mob, ex-

asperated to madness, demanded ad-

mittance to the jail, determined to
hang the murderer.

Tlie Kniuirrr gives tlie following de-

scription of the opening of hostilities
between the mob and militia on Friday.

When Sheriff Hawkins learned that
they were coining he had the riot
alarm, "li'.'l," sounded on the

followed by the number of the
nearest alarm-bo- and prepared for
an attack. The crowd began work
upon the north door at the level of the'
street. A large plank was used as a
battering ram ami tlie door soon gave
way. liy 10 o'clock a hole hud been
made in the door large enough to ad
mil one man at a time. About the
same time others had descended into
the area before the olli loor and
forced their way into ll well."
Uusliiug up the stairways, the crowd
gained the corridors. The first attempt
was made on cell No. I' occupied by
Johnson, one of the Avotidale mur-
derers. A large scantling or plank
was used on the cell door, which began
to cave in. Al this point several dep-
uty sheriffs talked to the crowd, which
was entirely and. with
the aid of a speech from Private Watch-
man Dcvolo.siicceedcil in getting ihciu
to leave the corridor. While this was
going on the patrol squads had re-

sponded to the call aud dashed up
Sycamore street in their heavy wagons.
The crowd stopped No. ;l and ordered
the squad to drive oil'. The squad
turned ami went about a square down
Sycamore slivet. In a few minutes
N'o. I came galloping up the street and
succeeded in penetrating the crowd
as far as the entrance to the jail. Some
shots were lired close to the wagon and
live from the pavement. A spectator
named tony coder, cars old. was
shot in the head. Officer Meechly,
who was in No. ;l, was struck in the
head with a boulder and knocked

Chief Reilly came with patrol wagon
N'o. and entered the jail from the
front, bringin with him a large squad
of police. Willi the aid of these, and
such as had entered tho juil before,
Sheriff Hawkins drove back the crowd,
The police hail orders to use no vio-- 1

lence, but to push the crowd out. which
they did. Then the crowd put up a '

plank to a y window above
the basement and forced it in. The
plank was next used as a bridge, over
w hich many of the crowd scranuded.
Others now made an attack on the
south door, which gave way. and hun-

dreds poured in. Private property
was respected, and many ciiiens
helped the women who were inciubers
of the jailer's families to carry the
fu rn it it re to places of safety in the
second story. The windows were
kicked out and more men scrambled
in over tlie plank, until some one
within called upon the crowd to stuv
back that there were loo many al-

ready in the building and the order
was obeyed.

The crowd soon found that it could
not gain admission to the jail through
these apartments. In a little while
the office and a corridor leading
south from the "well" in which the;
stairway winds up tothecorriilorabove
were both filled with men. The plank
was brought into use to batter down
the iron door between the well and the
office, which door was reinforced by a
heavy scantling barricade. On the
other door, barring the well from
thi! south corridor, sledge hummers
were brought to bear, and by midnight
the lock was broken off and some of
the bars had yielded. About thistinie
bothiloors had given way. Meanwhile;
tiie patrol-wago- on Sycamore street
made several dashes through the
crowd, anil atone lime an attempt was
made to drive N'o. along the west
pavement to clear it. but the crowd
would not have Ibis. It steered the
horses into tlie street. The crowd
poured in through both the open doors
and were met by the police, w ho swung
their clubs manfully and cracked
many a pate. Some of the citizens in
tlie advance of the two crowds were
sic.cd, disarmed and rushed back in-

to the tunnel ns prisoners. Pistols
were drawn by the crowd and boul-

ders hurled through the nir into the
ranks of the policemen. Suddenly an
additional horror was added to the
scene. Some one turned out the gas,
leaving the scene in darkness. Some
of the crowd hurried out after lan-

terns whilo others relit the gas, and
the police did the same.

A terrible thing happened a few min-

utes afterward. The sheriff' had sent
for the militia, and these citizen sol-

diery marched through tho Court
Houso and by way of the tunnel to the
Jail. When the troops entered the
tunnel Officers Von Seggcrn and Phil
Nunn wcro standing at the iron gate
which cuts the tunnel oil' from the
Jail. Officer Von Srggern called out,
"For (iod's sako, don t shoot in here.
You'll hit some of your friends." The
shouting of the crowd and tlie sound
of the battering-ram- , which was still
being swung, and tlie rattling of bowl-

ders caused the militia to lose their
heads. An officer shouted "Fire!" nnd
a volley of buck and bird shot flew
past the officers, and Phil Nunn was
struck and badly hurt, while Von Seg-ger- n

was shot in tlie check. One of
the militia told tho reporter that the
firing was done by the rear ranks, and
that those in front had to jump out of
tho way to save their own lives. Thcro
wore, some answering shots from with-
in the jail, it seems, and two of the
soldiers wcro wounded In tho faco.
One of the prisoners in tho tunnel,
Henry Kates, received a bullet in tho
right lung, and died in an hour.

When they entered the jail tho mili-

tia began firing wildly on the crowd,
which were contending with the po-

lice. Soars on the walls show that the
shot flew high. The deafening noise of
the reports scared the crowd, which
immediately retired. A squad was sent
down the south corridor and another
out through the office with presented
bayonets and tKs orowd kept at a re-

spectful distanoe.
The excited crowd now tried to

smoke the irarrisnn out. Planks,
wheelbarrows and all sorts of combus-
tibles were put on tho bonfires built
In the jail yard and thrown down Into
the boflor-roo- nd coal-roo- to set
fire to tho lall, which is an Imposslbil
Ity. A hot fire was made in the boiler-roo-

but not even (be smoke got into

tlie jail. Some of these planks were
thrown down into the area adjoining
the kitchen of the jail, and the smoke
poured through the broken windows.
Failing to effect anything here, a bar-
rel of pel rolciiin was thrown into the
area in front of tlie jail, and then the
empty barrel. Kuibers and lighted
matches were brought to set lire to tbe
oil. This was more than the militia
could stand, and they fired a volley
over the heads of the crowd. The
crowd retired and the militia formed
on the Sycamore street pavement.
Kvcry man who showed himself on
Sycamore street was warned to retire,
and if he refused to heed tlie repealed
warnings was picked oil' by the militia,
who now tired with deliberate inten-
tion to wound or kill. The use of

was too much fortheir human
nature.

It was now Hearing on to ;i o'clock,
and the crowd was getting tired and
leaving. A squad of police was sent
in each direction from the iail. and
soon cleared all sides of the jail and all
the streets in the neighborhood. Ile-

fore they began, however, a volley was
lired down North or South Court
streets by either the soldiery or the po-
lice, which resulted in wounding a
number of persons.

As office after office in the noble
building bec-tni- wraped in the seeth-
ing flumes the crowd grew denser and
denser, and packed solidly in the ad-

jacent streets up to a point where the
ileal was but tolerable. Just as the
rapidly increasing Humes, having gut-- !

ted tbe lower floors, began to creep up
and gather in their hot embrace the
offices, a terrific volley of musketry
was heard from tin direction of South

Court sti t. where a barricade had
been built, behind which the militia lav
on Ihcir guns. F.ach shot in the dose
confines sounded like the boom of a

cannon, and the frightened crowd ran
for ihcir lives before the awful storm
of lead. The bullets paltered against
the brick buildings ou the west side of
.Main street with an ominous sound.
and everybody lied to cover. As tlie
crowd poured out of South Court street
on to Main through the terrific heat ot
the burning buildings one man after!
alio! her was seen to reel and fall. Some!
crawled iuio the llebolt and around
the rornrr ou thrir hands and knrrs,
while others were carried tenderly hy
their fellows, who were brave enough
to stand and assisi them. Nothing was
heard throughout the immense throngs
but imprecations and denunciations.
So indignant were they that any pro--

posal would have met with great
favor. "Set tire lo t lie Aniiorv !" "Burn
the town!" "Kill the s ti of'b s!" re--

fcrring to the soldiers, and like cries
.were beard on every side, while the'
more and sohc

'busied themselves in caring for the
killed and wounded. Meanwhile, a

scattering lire was being delivered, and
tiie feelings of the infuriated populace
grew more intense every instant. The
wounded wore curried away as rapidly
as possible. The dead were brought
later.

llalstead's Summary.

In stormy times the blur cloth works
well.

Taxbills
give a description and valuation of
property.

The riotinir the lirst night was large
ly by working men of good character,
who' resented the fact that murderers
who have money to set in motion the
machinery of criminal lawyers have
had freedom here. The second night
tlie spirit of the commune appeared
and petroleum was put to use. The
third night the number of determined
men had been largely reduced, and
there were swarms of boys. Of the
crowd that wcresinashing'pawnbroker
shops, three were grown men, and
they were thieves. They had a rabble
of boys, generally from 17 to 111 years
of age, and ono testified in the Police
Court y that he was "Thirteen
and going on 14 years of ago." Out
of sixty rioters gathered in for at-

tempting to seize a battery of cannon
at Music Hall only ten were men, the
rest being boys, some vory bad ones,
while others seemed to vnnt excite-
ment above all things, nnd so the crowds
have depreciated from honest men,
misguided, but animated by a right
eous wratli kindled against systema
tized infamy of tho most outrageous
characters to a vicious rabble of boys
in the hands ot the lowest desperadoes.
The excited people had a real griev
ance to begin with. The administra
tion of criminal law here has been
dannable, and the influence of sheer
criminals in public affairs alarming.
That which has happened will, wo may
nope, niaKO irrcsisuuie mo inuuences
that lead to better ways."

Tobacco Vermin Virility.
In these times of prohibition booms,

large temperance mcctingsand consid-
erable excitement ab.mt tlie abuses of
alcohol, it is refreshing to see that to-

bacco also comes in for a fair share of
attention. A bill has been introduced
in the New York Assembly prohib-
iting the sale of cigarettes
and tobacco to minors under
sixteen years of age. A law to that ef-

fect already exists in New Jersey. In
referring to this Tin: Srfcntijic Ameri-
can gives a long paragraph stating the
evil results of cigarette smoking, and
in this indictment it is charged that
the use of cigarettes increases tbe ac-

tion of tlie heart and causes it to be ir--

lion and catarrhal troubles, anil to ore- -

dispose the syste o to attacks of pneu-
monia and bronchitis. It impairs the
healthy appetite for food, injures the
nervous system and paves the way for
strong drink.

In Tlw i'hrixliitn t'uiim also we find
an o protest in the form of
a letter from a Baltimore physician.
Dr. William Hidden, lie says: o

enslaves the vast majority of
those who use it, though they do not
know it until they try to break up the
habit. It benumbs the brain, depresses
the nervous system and makes many
persons hanker for stimulants. Its in-

jurious effects arc in direct ruto to the
effort it causes to give up its use."

Others protest against tlie tobacco
habit because it is unclean, disagree-
able, expensive and ihunoruiiziti'r. As
practicing physicians we have of late
been impressed strongly with the fact
that tobacco in one way or another in-

jures those who least suspect it. and lo
the man who values his manhood we
would say distinctly, choose between
the tobacco habit and iiupotcncy.
Within one week wc have seen a young
man of twenty-eigh- t with fair general
health who has seen no reason to be-

lieve that the excessive use of tobacco
has been injurious to him, and vet he
is sexually dead, and a man of forty-tw- o

years of age, with wealth provid-- :
ing him all the comforts of life, but
also wilh so much leisure that he is
constantly smoking, so that, although
a married man for many years he is
without issue and fast tending toward
itnpotency. These observations are
entirely consistent with the generally
received opinion that tobacco impairs
the reproductive powers. In these its
etl'eets are similar to those of opium
ami alcohol lt is well known anion''
physicians that victims of the opium
habit and of drunkenness are as a rule
without sexual desire or capacity.
These nervine drugs as well as tobacco
have a depressing effect upon the ner-

vous system generally and cxpccially
upon the sexual nerve-center- It is
perhaps fortunate that it is so. for, of
course, this tendency helps very much

drcti cursed al birth bv morbid appe-
tites.

Some men go on using tobacco year
after year - it may be in excess or it
may be in moderation - without ob-

serving anything they are willing to
acknowledge to be its ill effect; but
