explicitly sleep with your foot fore-

most, Thon you are less liable to
sillier from tho currents of nir which
creep in through tho window-sill- or
blow in, if vour double windows are
open. During war' summer nights,
it is generally safo to leave the win-

dow open for a short ilistnnco, at tho
foot of your borth. The air thus ad-

mitted blows in upon yuur extremities
and purifies tho usually oppressive at-

mosphere in a sleeping car. Tho
Pnjama, a night costume, recently
imported into this country from
Japan, Is tho most excel leut outfit
for night travel.

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SAMLAPPIN'S CRIME,

Jhe Kansas State Treasurer Who Com-

mitted Frauds on the School Fnnd,

Ten Yn a Fugitive from JnitlM, anil Now
About to bf Arrested.

Ilia Family anil Furl line Wrerknl, and Others
Who Suffered for Ills Crime.

A History of the Case.

Snys a Topeka special to the Chica-
go J'iie.i: Steps are being taken for tho
arrest of Samuel I.uppin,
treasurer of Kansas, in view of which
the following history of tho case will
be reud witli interest:

On the 9th of December, 1875, It wns
discovered by the boind of commis-
sioners of Hie permanent school fund
of the slute of Kansas Hint forged
school bonds to the amount of $111,000

had been purchased hy tho board for
the fund. On the same day, two mem-
bers of the board, without previously
informing any one of their journey or
intentions, went to Kansas City. The
board hud previously been in corre-
spondence with a party calling himself
,1. S. K i 1)1 iv, and writing from Kansas
City in regard to tho bonds which they
hud discovered to bo fraudulent, and
they went to Kansas City to ascertain,
if possible, who took from the Kansas
City postiilliee the letters addressed to
J. S. Kibhv, und the result of their
visit wus u conviction in their minds
that the recipient of the letters wus
Samuel I.uppin, slate treasurer of
Kansas. On the next day, Dec. 11,

they informed tlov. Osborn of their
suspicious. Between the lllli und 20th
of December detectives were employ-
ed, nni' the result wns an necuniulu-tio-n

of facts which confirmed Hie belief
of the commissioners that Mr. I.uppin
wns connected wilh the sulo of the
forged bonds lothe school fund. So
quietly und judiciously were these
steps taken that in Topeka not over
half a dozen persons not engaged in
the investigation knew of its incep-
tion. When everything was ready,
the explosion was deferred two or
three days on account of the sickness
of Mr. Lappin. The first niitlientie in-

formation given to the public was the
indication in The Commonwealth of the
following correspondence: A letter
from (iov. Osborn, bearing date Dec.
11, taking note of a previous conversa-
tion anil urging "tho utmost possible
energy to discover und bring to pun-

ishment the persons guilty of these
frauds." Second, a letter from the
commissioners to the governor, recit-
ing the facts of the discovery of the
forged bonds, nnd stating that they
were "satisfied that Mr. I.uppin, tho
state treasurer, is liable to the state for
the amount of money paid out ns
aforesaid, and that be" should be re-

quired to refund the sunie." Third, a
letter from the governor to the attor-
ney goner;', directing him to "insti-
tute in the proper court, nt thcearljcst
possible tit'iinoiit, the neeessury iegnl
proceeding iiguins" Samuel Lappin,
state treasurer, and the sureties on his
bond, tor the recovery of the money
thus wrongfully taken." Fourth, a
letter from the governor to State
Treasurer Samuel i.uppin, inclosing
the report of the commissioners, and
requesting his resignnlion. Fifth, a
letter from the slate treasurer to tho
governor tending his resignation, and
saving, "1 shall be glad to hnvo tho
case heard at the earliest possibio mo-

ment." Sixth, n letter from tho gov-

ernor to tho stale treasurer, accepting
his resignation. There wus published,
with this correspondence, a copy of a
forged bond and ono of Hie coupons
thereto attached.

At this pointttis proper to stnto that
prior to his resignation Mr. Lnppin
hud retained as counsel Hon. A. II.
llorton of Atchison (nt present chief
justice of Kansas) nnd liutliriocc Brown
of Topeka. (Iov. Osborn announced in
his second letter to tho attorney cen- -

eral that be hud employed Peck &

Ryun (the latter at present congress-
man from tho Topeka district), of To-

peka, to assist Atty. (Jen. Willard
llavis in the contemplated prosecution,
(iov. Osborn then appointed John
Francis state treasurer, and tho funds
of the state were turned over to him.

On Dec. 2'J tho commissioners ad-

dressed another letter to the governor,
iu which Hioycliargcd that Lappin had
also

of Mitchell, Jewell, and Kopublic coun-
ties, bought by tho commissioners of
S. Whitcomb, Thomas Manford, and
Richard Milner, respectively, to the
anion nt of 7,848. 74. Gov. Osborn
then uddresseil a letter to Atty. Gen.
Davis, urging liiiu to at onco begin tho
prosecution. On Dec. 80 Mr. Lappin
was arrested. On Dec. 81 ho went to
Seneca, his old home, to try to obtain
indemnity for bondsmen, and was ac-

companied by a deputy sherifV. Ho did
obtain ftich indemnity, nnd Mr. Jacob
Smith, of Topeka, went on his bond,
and ho was released at Seneca on a
telegraphic dispatch from Sheriff
Wade, of Shawnee county.

On Jan. 8, 1870. a dispatch was re-

ceived from Seneca that Lappin had
gono to Chicago. When ho loft Topeka
thero was a shortage in his cash ac-

count of $830, of yvhich ho was in-

formed, and upon his continued
though out on bail, Gov. Osborn

cunsed his nrrest whilo in Chicngo on
Jan. IS. Tho arrest wns mado by
Sheriff Drought, cf Wyaudotto county,
nnd Lappin was that night confined in
tho armory. On his nrrivul in Topeka,
on Jan. 15, lie was bound over until
the 19th for a preliminary examination,
his attorneys going on his bond. On
tho 18th Lappin wns again arrested on
two additional charges of forgery, and
tho prosecuting attorney, Mr. Ryan,
gavu notice that twenty-sovo- n new
counts, charging forgery, would be
added. Bail was fixed at 16,000, and,
failing to give bonds, Lappin was com-

mitted and locked in jail. The proseou-tio- n

had by this timo como to the con-

clusion that Lappin nnd his brother-in-la-

Charles G. Scrnfl'ord, who was
supposed to bo his accomplice, intend-
ed to lleo from the country, nnd had
selected South America as a place of
refuge. On the next day the oase was
continued until Fob. 1.

On Saturday night, June 10, Lappin
made nn attempt to oscapo from jail,
being assisted by a colored man named
Bobl)doll, who had beon an inmate
and was liberated u few days before.
Tho sheriff's officers, becoming aware
of the attempt, received Lappin as he
was in the act of crawling through the
seat-hol- o of the water-clos- in tho
court-hous- Odell had cut s bolt,
which hold the bar that locked all the

and thus released Lappin
from ills cell, and had then "boosted"
up tho burly form of the offi-

cial.

tempt was made, which was successful,
and Lappin escaped from his old quar-
ters, since which lime he has not been

colored man named John Anthony,
who was in jnl), Tho three men were
confined on the north side of tho jail,
and through tho old of confederates
outsido tno prisoners obtained tiles,
saws, burglars' tools, etc., and tisod
them effectually on tho bars of the
window on the street. A holo large
enough to admit ot tno passage ol ni
ordinary man was cut in tno jail win
dow, and it wnsstatod by other prison

LAI'PIN CRAWLED TllltOt'OII IT.
Many persons disbolievnd Hie story, as
Lappin weighed 235 pounds, and was
very short and chunky. It has since
been learned that a man named Walter
Stanley took Lappin inn spring-wnzo- n

and carried him into thu northern part
of the stato, where ho kept in hiding
lor sonio time, and at lengtn tliey
escaped from tho country and went to
South America together. Stanley was
an eccentric character, whom Lappin
had given employment in his office.
He was once a filibuster, nnd was with
Walker in his excursion to Nicaragua,
Odell, the colored man. was sub-

sequently arrested in Topeka, having
voluntarily returned, nnd no insisted
that Lappin was pulled through tho
noie, nouing: "i inougni uiey wouiu
hear him grunt half a mile."

Soon after Lappin's escape his son,
Grover Lappin, about 13 years of ago,
ran nwny, having been led to do so by
the sneers of his school companions.
He had a very sensitivo nature, and
could not bear the insults heaped upon
him. He was nflcrwnrd returned, nnd
led a roving life for some time, but
wus finally arrested ' for robbing n
postotliee, and was sent to tho peni
tentiary, where he still lo.

On Sept. 13 The Vommonimillh pub-
lished a letter from Walter Stanley,
describing the course taken by Lappin
und him after leaving Topeka. They
made their way to Canada, and Hienee
to New York city, front whence they
sailed, on Aug. II, for Aspinwall.
Tliey were joined in South America
by Scrallbrd. Lappin's brother-in-la-

mi I led a prvcarious life until the sum-
mer of 1878, when SernH'ord returned
to Kansas, sending ahead of
him nn uitnoiineemeut that he wns
coming und desired u triul, saying Hint
ho wus tired of trying to shield others.

On December 111, 178, the euse wns
culled in Ihe district court of Topeka,
when tho state tiled uu amended in-

formation consisting of sixty-thre- e

counts. Il was intended, nppurcntly,
to try Lappin practically wlnle trying
Scrnfl'ord, u result which would nutu-rall- y

follow, iu fuel, Hie amended in-

formation charged Scati'ord and I.uppin
wilh forging and causing to be forged
certain bonds, enumerating them.
The defendant look the stand during
the triul und swore Ihut he left the
country because Lappin said it would
be for liis interest to do so. He said
that when lie left New York for Aspin-
wall he had only nil cents, und worked
his passage, shoveling coal six hours
on and six hours oil' all the wnv. Ho
snid he met Lappin and Stanley in
Callao, Peru, nnd (hut soon ufter they
fell nut and did not speak for several
years: that h okod his own meals
nnd lived eheujily nnd mudo sonic
money, hut lost it." The story of his
udveutiires ns he relnted it toyotir cor-
respondent was ns thrilling as a novel.
The trial lusted seventeen days, and
resulted iu n verdict of guilty. The
defend'ant nt once moved for n new
trial, which was grunted, und wus be-

gun July 11, 1K7U, nnd terminated
July '5 In a verdict of acquittal.
Scrnfl'ord at once proceeded to his old
home in Nemaha county, and went to
work with the industrious energy
which had been eharneteristie of hiiii
all his life. His fortune, which was
largo when he left, wns wrecked by
liis strange experiences nnd the vicissi-
tudes of years, but in a few years
more he had got on well In tho world,
nnd is rapidly accumulating
another fortune.

Mr. Lappin's fninily liecnmo scut-tere-

his wife being reduced almost to
Tho vast wealth which budIienury. wns used up in the settle-

ment of the claims, and the household
goods were sacrificed to obtain u liv-

ing. Sho is now residing in Illinois.
Of Mr. Samuel Lnppin various re-

ports were circulated from timo to
time, llo was lust heard from in
Uruguay, and at last tho story wus
given out that lie was deml. This

the commonly uceepted belief,
nnd ho wus rapidly passing from the
memory of the people, when Gov.

Vast as scorns tho univorse, we
now know that tho primary materials
of which it is composed aro tho samo
In all the planets and suns. The
spectroscope has settled the question
that chemically all planets, suns, and
stars aro composed of identical ma-
