CRITTKKDEN'S ADIEU.

His Excellency's Farewell Words to
tho Missouri Legislature.

An Abstract of Ilia MessageSome Matters of
Special Interest to Knnsns Cliy

Tho Downing Liw.

ernor Crittenden's message, which has
been received 'from tho printer, is a
very voluminous document, sixty-tw- o

printed pages long. After tho usual
eongraulations it proceeds testate that
laxos are light and should be lighter.
The credit of tho stale lias been pro-
tected and tho linances were never
morn judiciously managed than in tho
last four years. No matured obliga-
tions remain iinhnnored except tho
Hannibal anil St. Joseph bonds. Not
a warrant of tho state is outstanding.
In IKSliand 18K4 the state has received
as interest on its deposits in the Hank
of Commerce nt St. Louis ,

in tho treasury can safely be
used in further reducing the debt,
leaving .flh'l'.'.OOO to be provided for in
18x5 and lxx, and thinks that the por-

tion falling due in 1886 and 1887 can be
refunded at a lower rato of interest
than the stato is now paying. 1 he ap-

propriation of $1(00,000 by tho last as-

sembly for the redemption and pur-
chase of slate bonds proved insufficient,
and the legislature is admonished to
avoid such errors in tho future, a largo
sum which could havo been used for
this purpose having been permitted to
lio in the treasury idle. A history of
tho Hannibal and St. Joseph case is
given, anil tho governor recommends
that steps be taken at onco towards
the payment of interest on tho same.

Missouri has kept pace with her sis-

ter states in the malter of railroads,
which should be managed on tho part
of congress and Ihe states with as littlo
legislation as possible, and that on
vital points.

$2,811 per mile. The governor thinks
that no ono could design a clearer
demonstration of the futility of legisla-
tion on tho subject, and expresses tho
opinion that tho commissioners could
do moro with tho managers of the rail-

roads in a quiet and less expensive
way than cau be douo by legislative
action. Also that the railroad laws
are sufficiently explicit and that only
minor amendments aro required.
Since May 1, 1883, there have been
constructed in the state 23G miles of
railroad; 113 miles in 1883, and 123 in
1884, through tho counties of Chariton,
Clinton, Capo Girardeau, (irecne, Hen-

ry, Howell, Poll;, Stoddard and Wayne,
making 4,738 miles now in operation.
Tho gross earnings aro estimated nt
$211,000,000.

The stato prison lias a balance of
$28,411.72 to its credit. The now pen-

itentiary buildings have been com-

pleted, and nro equal if not superior to
those erected for liko purposes in any
of the states. Fifteen hundred and
forty prisoners were on hand Decem-
ber 31, 18X4, their maintenance- - and
guarding costing tho stato 31J cents
per capita. Those pardoned have,
with few oxeeptious, nt onco engaged
in honest industry and made law abid-

ing citizens of themselves. Two pris-
oners havo been pardoned on oacn re-

curring Christmas day and Fourth of
July. Tho governor strongly recom-
mends tho erection of a reformatory
school for youthful criminals. Tho
passage of a law remanding per-
sons acquitted of crimn on tho
ground of Insanity to some

insano asylum is recommended.
Governor Crittendon suggests that the
Downing law be either repealed or
amended so as to mako it applicable to
evory part of tho stato alike.

THE DOWNING LAW.

Governor Crittendon speaks of the
Downing law in the following terms:

1 suggested that this law should
either be repealed or so amended as to
mako it applicable in its provisions to
every part of the stato alike. This
law has been in pnrt made inoperative
in tho city of St. Louis by tho

existence and operation of tho
act of 1857. I am not inclined to that
viow, but as it was so declared by a
court of adequate jurisdiction, the
civil authorities of the city acquiesced
In the ruling. I suggest that the aot
of 1857 be repealed, thus loavlng the
Downing law in unquestioned opera-
tion over the whole state. As a police
law, I think the Downing law has
already accomplished much ?ood, Bnd
can be made much more effective, with
certain amendments. No law should
remain a tload letter upon the statute
books. If a good one, it should be en-

forced. If a bad one, it should be re-

pealed. In 1880 there wore 3,042
licensed dramshops, 127 wine and beer
saloons and ninety drug stores retail-
ing liquor under the then existing
license. The state license, together
with the advalorem tax on the liquor
sold by the saloons, amounted to $167,-91-

and county license and tax to
$290,970, a total of $458,896. The tip-

pling houses increased In number In
the state between 1880 and the time
this law became operative. This law
has reduced the number of dramshops
or drinking saloons wltbjq tjj first

year of its oporation from 3,601, to
3,150, a decrease of 457 or 12 per cent
and has reduced tho number of places
of strong drink from 3,4 to 2,115,
over Thcro has been an in-

crease of 1)03 wine and beer saloons
under this law. I think that section
of the law should be repealed, as many
who seek shelter under it, do so for
the purpose of violating it, ami, in
fnct, making their saloons open dram
shops without paying for the privilege.
Whilo the revenues of tho counties
have been largely increased under this
law, tliose oi tno ciiies, towns unci
stato havo been much reduced. This
should be remedied. No law should
work so partially in favor of ono di-

vision of tho slate against other divis-
ions, and in fact tho stato itself. For
tho violation of this law tho courts
should either impose tho maximum
penult) or this body should repeal tho
minimum line. The county revenue
from saloon licenses has been increas-
ed from $35S,oiH to $1,164,000, an in-

crease of $806,000 within the lirst year.
Tlie state rovenue from that source has
been diminished $85,011.00 within thei
lirst yenrand several small counties yet
to be heard from. I len-tn- f ore t he cou y

courts havo exacted the minimum
license, $550, from those seeking the
privilege of trade. Tho maximum price
is $1,200. I think experience and tho
demands of society will rcquiro an in-

crease in the value of tho license over
that of $550 and a moro equitablo di-

vision of the amounts between the
towns, cities and stato. Iuteniperanco
is on tho decrease in tho state from
two causes: A stronger moral senti-
ment and fewer places of temptation
to tho young and old. Thcro aro
twenty counties in tho state in which
licenses cannot bo obtained for dram-
shop purposes. Public opinion is

a strong and effective law
upon the license system; one that will
discourago rather ihan encourage pub- -

lie ilrinking saloons itiul at the sumo
time requiring a strict enforcement of
the law; crediting those who comply
with tho requirements of tho law, by
severely punishing those who violate
it under any pretext whatever. There
is also a strong and growing senti-me-

within the state in favor of clos-

ing dramshops and forbidding the sale
or giving away of intoxicating liquors
by the keepers of such places on Sun-
day. The religious papers of every
religions belief have spoken strongly
upon this subject, and those author-
ized to speak for the churches havo
issued strong deliverances in favor of
thus preserving that holy day. The
moral sentiment of this state demands
it and theso deliverances aro but tho
faithful echo of that sentiment.

I sqi unwilling to see this day, one
of the bulwarks and main stays of our
form of government, abolished by leg-

islation, infidelity or passion lor gain.
It should bo preserved in every lino of
its rubric ami every thread of its vest-
ment, as one upon which all classes
can say, "hero we rest in obedience to
the Divine statutes and physical laws."

Tliose engaged in the manufacture
and sale of spirits recognize this fact.
The western distillers held a conven-
tion in Chicago within the last year and
issued a series of resolutions of much
signilicance, which 1 present for your
consideration. They enumerate two
ideas very clearly: To preserve an
orderly Sabbath, and a
license law that will protect the stato
as well as the licensed. If these prom-
inent ideas aro not ob crved by the

INSANE ASYLUM.

1,000. The St. Louis asylum with a
capacity of 300 has 900; Fulton with a
capacity of 450 has 550; and St. Joseph
with a capacity of 250 has 270. Tho
legislature should provide another
asylum and enlargo those already orcc-te-

In addition to the deaf ami dumb
asylum an institution for the feeble-
minded should be established. The
Missouri school for the blind is in a
satisfactory condition, and has cost
$5,000 less than the sum appropriated
for the last two years.

THE COL'ItT OK A1MT.AU.

Speaking of tho court of appeals,
the govornor says :

Tho amendment to tho constitution
establishing the Kansas Citv court of
appeals having been adopted nt the
late election, it devolves upon this as-

sembly to enact such legislation as
will make tho amendment operative.
Section 9 of the amendment reads as
follows ;

"Tho stato shall provido a suitable
court room at Kansas City in which
the Kansas City court of appculs shall
hold its sessions ; also a clerk's otlieo
and furnish nllioes fur the judges."
As the court is required by the amend-
ment to commence its labors on tho
lirst Monday in March next, a bill
should be passed without delay in con-

formity with tho requirements uf sec-

tion 9, regulating the fcos of the clerk
and providing for the appointment
and compensation of tho necessary
officers of the court and appropriating
.1 sufficient amount of' mum v to sup-

ply the court and clerk's oilico with
all tho necessary records and station-
ary.

Tlie Year.

The English-sneakin- race Is gener
ally erediled with tho possession of
poll Ileal capacity. 1 Ins is us distin-
guishing characteristic, and by virtue
of this tnilowmcivt it is justly entitled
to in Christendom ; for
civilization when critically analyzed
implies progress in tho art of political
government. Tho retrospect of the
year reveals such constnnt r.ml lnorili'
nate displays of political activity as to
create a suspicion that the Knglish-spcakin- g

race has been indulging a
passion tor politics rather than oxer
eising its genius. Sober reflection
tends lo col lect this impression.

Rancorous and embittered as tho
American presidenlial canvass has
been, it lias all'oriled conspicuous evi-

dence uf the stability of republican
government end of tho steadiness and

of u people alive to tho
duties ami responsibilities of citizen'
ship. No French statesman lias tiie
courage to propose presidential elcC'
lions by tho people. It is generally
conceded that it would not bo impru-
dent to allow tho electors there to
chooso their etiief magistrate by a su
premo act of popular sovereignty, for
lite simple reason mat the country
could nut endure or survive theexcito- -

merit and passion of nn American pres-
idential election. What a signal
proof of tho l and steadi-
ness of citizens has been
given bore! An election exceeding in
intensity of excitement nnd in excesses
uf malevolence, scurrility and defama-lin- n

any previous contest was decided
by something over a thousand votes,
The margin was so narrow that a shift-
ing uf six hundred votes would hnvo
reversed the result, and a clergyman
could be charged with inadvertently
changing the course of empire by a
careless phrase. Yet how tranquil and
patient the country remained in this
crisis of its political fortunes! In
France thero would have been barri-
cades in tho streets and the great army
would have been on guard. Hero
there was only a common-sens- e recog-
nition uf the sanctity of public law.

In tho I'ltitcd Kingdom another
branch uf the Knglish-spcakin- g race
has also passed through a critical
period of agitation and excitement,
and given tokens of civic courage,

and practical wisdom. A

conflict between the houses of parlia-
ment has been averted, and a peaceful
revolution has been wrought through
a compromise which has opened an era
uf gnod feeling between hnstile par-
ties. No year since that which record-
ed Iho passage uf Ihe great reform bill
has witnessed lcgislativeaetion of such
magnitude. Two millions uf tiie
IJuecn's subjects have been armed witli
the ballot, and by the redistribution
scheme the electoral system has been
lecast from Ihe bottom. Knglish de-

mocracy has suddenly awakened from
dreams uf future agitation anil contin-
uous cauijiaigniiig to lind itself already
supreme. Two landmarks in tho en-

franchisement uf the Knglish people
have been established within the com-

pass of a single year: and now that
the work has been done, Iho constitu-
encies are fairly startled wilh the mag-

nitude of the results effected in a sin-

gle week by the joint efforts uf rival
leaders. The compromise is recog-
nized ns a mure milieu measure than
either parly would have ventured to
propose vvhen acling nlone. It is n

triumph of practical wisdom and sterl-
ing Knglish sense, and democracy is
sobered by lis new responsibilities.
Wiiere un Ihe continent is similar
capacity fur political government dis-

played? Certainly neither in France
nor in Germany. In one country there
is so little conlidcnce in tho perman-
ence of republican institutions that it
is thought necessary in revising tho
constitution tn invent phrases against
monarchical usurpation. In the other
an irresponsible chancellor despises
parliainentory institutions and is pur-
sued with mean affronts by tho help-

less representatives of tlie Gorman
people.

There is one aspect of tho year, how-

ever, which can lie considered equally
well cither in London, Paris or Berlin.
This is thu increasing tendency to en-

largo colonial domains. The German
chancellor himself has becomo infected
with litis feverish desire for foreign
annexation. Ho has acquired a long
strip of territory near Angra Pequena,
lias raised tho German flag in tho
south reus, and has been dissecting the
heart of Africa in t lio operating-room- s

of the Congo conference. France, like-

wise, lias been converting Tunis into a
province, betraying none of the hesita-
tion and sentiveness shown by tho
Knglish in Kgvpt; nnd on the borders
of China a war of menace and reprisals
has been recklessly carried on. Eng-
land itself, after making persistent ef-

forts to evade the responsibilities of
conquest, and abandoning cowardly
garrisons nnd hordes of bravo Arabs to
tho cruel fato of massacre, has been
drawn into tho Soudan. Even Italy is
planning new colonies on tho lower
coast of the Ke-- l Sea, and intriguing
for a protectorate of Abyssinia.
Scarcely a single section of tlie barren
African coast remains to bo ocottpied,
orat least claimed, by a civilized state,
and tho high seas aro scoured for now
possessions. It is the cordon which
Europe is drawing about the

and barbarous races of the
world. New York Tribune.

With the applica-
tion of iron to the manufacture of
machinery and the substitution of
steam-pow- for brute strength, tho
strain of existence was transferred
from the muscles to the nerves. The
sons of Adam eat bread now, not in
the sweat of their faces, but in the
fever of thier brains, and thews and
sinews are of small acoount in com-

parison with nimble nerve fibers." The
mortality from nervous diseases ap
pears to ne auvmoing rapituy.

always assumed the samo character,
and every glandorcd horso presented
tho three special symptoms greenish,
sticky, and at times, bloody discharges
at tho noso, tho hard, painless nnd
adherent swollen glands nt tho jaws,
and above all, the pcculiarand char-
acteristic ulcerations of the mucous
nicmbrnno upon Ihe cartilage of the
cavities of tlio noso there would be
no difficulty iu recognizing it. Un-

fortunately it assumes many forms.
Sometimes they aro only slight gland-
ular enlargements; at others, dis-

charges from the noso, while in a third
animal neither of these will exist, and
only small ulcers will be dotocted in
tlie upper anglo of the nostrils. The
horse may appear in healthy condition.

ttli nothing nnparcntiy wrong to a
aatsual observer, able to do its work

ithout signs of fatigue, and yet com
municate the loathsumo disease to all,
even man-kin- who may come in
contact witn it.

If the disoase has assumed an acuta
form, the appetite is impaired, the
pulso accelerated, general prostration.
staring coat, watory eyes, yellowish or
purplo stronks on the membrane of
the noso, a dischargo from tho nasal
chambers varying from a watory to a
sticky mucous character. Little red
elevations-wil- frequently be observed
on the mucous membrane of the nose,
which dovolop Into ulcers of irregular
form nnd color. The glands on the
Inside of the jaw are onhH'gcd, hard
and lumpy. Sometimes a cough is
present In tlio latter stages the na-

sal discharge becomes bloody, fetid,
and so profuse as to causo suffocation.

If the disease is chronic, lliore la
invariably ulceration of tho mucous
mombrano of tho nasal chamber,' but
the ulcers aro sometimes so high up as
tobe soon with dilticulty. There will '

also be discharges from both nostrils,
which vary from a thin watery, to a
thick and bloody nature, frequently
very offensive. In tho ohronio state
there is no fovor, and the animal ap-
pears to be in excellent health and
spirits.

The Eise and Fail of the Baltic
An examination of the series of

water-mark- set In 1760 all around the
Swedish coasts, in order to settle a
dispute between tho Swedish astrono-
mer Celcius and somo Germans, as to
whether the level of the Baltic has
been rising or sinking, shows, says
Nature, that both parties wore right.
The gauges have been inspeoted regu-
larly at short intervals, and the result
ot the observations have just been
made pnblio by tho Swedish Academy
of Seienca. It appears from that,
during the past 134 years, the north-
ern partof Sweden has risen 7 feet, the
rate of elevation gradually deolining
southward, being only" about 1 foot at
the Nnzo and nothing at Bornbolm,
which remains at the same level as in
the middle of tho lust oentury. The
general avornga result would be that
the Swedish const has riaenabout 6J
iuohoi (luring the past 19t years,
