1. drew attention tn tho observations
which had been made upon the sub
ject by tho late (.'has. Monro, whose
.investigations into the pathology o'
cancer hail brought under his notice
tho incontrovertible evidence of the
increase. In the your lHti.i he pub-

lished a small bonk called the "Auto-codent- s

of Cancer," the contents of
which chiolly consist in nu uttenipt to
explain in what manner the nuirmcntn-lio- n

of cancer is iiilliienceil in tho cir-

cumstances of life prevailing in this
country. Tor instance, lie held that
the introduction ofoorn;iaws, the dis-

coveries of gold and sanitary improve-
ments, whereby the g of the
nation was conspicuously established,
nll'eeted cancer Indirectly by bringing
Into prominenco tho predisposing
causes of Its occurrence; and good
living, it Is thought, which follows as
a corollary of commercial prosperity,
is Intimately associated with the mani-
festation of cancer. Again, inasmuch
ns cancer is characteristic of the
healthy, it may bo expected lo ubomid
amid tbo conditions of heallli. Thu
greater prevalence of the disease
among the rich than among the poor
can probably bo explained iu this man-
ner. According to n French observer,
the proportion of cancer in the wealthy
classes is about Uili iu 1 ,000, in the
poor classes it is li in I.UDO; or nt a
rate In the former case of ID per cent
and in tho latter of 7 per cent. Now,
curioiH as it may scorn, cancer is met
with in the lowernuimnls; and it has
been said to prevail more frequently
nulling tho-- o which are llosh eaters
than those which are herb-eater- It
has been stated by the lato Dr. Crisp,
who had good opportunities of judg-
ing, that cancer is by no means an
uncommon disease among the domes-
ticated animals, while In wild animals
and uncivilized man it is rare. Or. II.

"The lirst It shall be wind nnd weel ;

The next It shall lie snow and sleet;
The third il shall be sic a freeze,
Shall gar the birds stick to the trees."

With us, in somo years, this ancient
description of its last three days will
apply to all the others that preccdo
tliem. The thoughtful farmer will tho
moro patiently enditro tho bluster of
tho month, il he thinks of tho part
theso uncomfortable winds play in

Jireparing his lands for the plow. A
is proverbially a drying

one, and it takes up tho moisture left
by melting snows with an astonishins;
rapidity. These winds aro oven fertil-
izing his fields. As they rapidly

the water from tho surface,
moro comes up from below by capil-
lary attraction, bringing with it the
plant-foo- d it holds in solution; as this
In turn is evaporated, whatever it
contains is left in tho soil, within
reach of the roots of tho crops. It is
a mistuko to fret about the weather.
Howover disagreeable it may bo, if wo
look with believing eyes we can seo
that every dispensation of Nature is
over working for our good.

Au Orchard Fertilizer.
Tho bost fertilizer I Ijavo used for

fruit trees is made of chip-dir- t from
the wood-pil- nnd old ashes. I mix
iu tho proportion of ono bushel of ash-

es to three' of chip-dir- t, stirring well
with the shovel. About two bushels
of this mixture is to bo spread around
each young trco, giving large, n

troos moro. Tho manure Is ap-

plied nt any season. Do not pilo
around tho troes any litter or rubbish
that would harbor mico. In summer
keop tho wcotts from around tho trees.
Kxporienco has taught me that this
fertilizer Borves a very Important pur-
pose, not only in supplying the troes
with suitable food, but in mellowing
tho soil, and holping on suoh crops as
1 may chooso to plant in my orchard.
It is an excellent fertilizer for any
crop, annual or perennial, and the
ashes (from hard wood) supply the
trees with the element thoy most need,
and tho soil lacks, namely, potash.

It Is a pleasure to see now a young
orchard will thrivo after an applica-
tion of this fertilizer. Sometimes I
burn logs to get ashes for this pur-
pose, nnd if I have no chip-dir- t, I go
to a doad oak or hickory and scrape
togother the fallen bits of bark, and
the rich earth around the tree. It is a
very gnnd substitute for tho chip-dir- t.

It is obvious that this material is rich
in the demon's of fond of trees, I be-

lieve in keeping fruit trees well fed,
nnd that a largo spaoo around each
troe should be given exclusively to the
tree from which to draw its supplies.
I nover plant close to my trees, pre-
ferring to have them branch low, and
to trim down rathor than up. If. B.
