delight in searching out typographic
errors in newspapers, periodicals and
books, tho detection of a blunder, in
their own estimation, putting a pre-
mium on individual intelligence
conferring a privilcgo of disparaging
printers. Men of intelligence, who
writo woll but not legibly, novor tiro
of pointing out mistakes of printers
and the oversight of proof-reader-

Tho censors of typo-
graphy may lind food for wholesome
reflection in tlio fact that just about
ono hundred years ago n number of
professors in tho Edinburgh University
undertook tho publication of a book
which should bo a perfect snecimen of
typographical accuracy. Every

precaution was taken to pro-ve-

errors of tho types. Six experi-
enced proof-reade- wore cmployod,
who devoted hours to the reading of
eaob pago. After thoir careful task
was completed, each pngo was posted
in the hall of the University, with a
notilication that 50 would be paid to
any person who should succeed in dis-

covering an error. Every pngo re-

mained thus publicly exposed for two
woeks before being returned to the
printing ollico. The proprietors of the
work felt confident that the ohjeot bo
dilligently striven for had been attain-
ed. Great was the disoomlituro of tho
learnod men when, on the book boing
issued, several errors wore found, ono
ocouring in the first lino of the first
page.

The eccentricities of the hog aro
numerous. There is a dreamy, wist-

ful look nliout the countenance of the
rage hog when in repose that sug-

the back bone, when he will immedi-
ately brighten up, say good ovoning
and dash iptickly between your legs
oh. sir iptu-kly-

.

This is often embarrassing to tho
swatter, when performed in the pres-

ence of company, but the hog enjoys
it.

The hog has acquired considerable
note as a runner, lie is shown oft' to
best advantage in it corn-ticl- d with a
mini carrying a liny rake in close pur-
suit. I have seen a largo pig, freo
from general debility, keep just eleven
feet ahead of the farmer in a hotly con-

tested raco around a corn-flui- nnd
run past thogato seventeen or eighteen
consecutivo times beforo induced to
invade his normal sphere again.

Novor fool too overly conlideut of a
hog. Ho is full of meanness and
treacherous undertakings.

Hog killing nnd pork packing has
risen to a vast industry in this coun-
try, a gigantic monopoly. And our
pork is shipped atwart tho counters
not only of our own country, but
thoso of a foroign strand.

Years ago, when the abnormally
reticent redman roamed tho plains,
f hey wore about tho only ones who
ever did much hog killing. Iho settler
raised tlio hotrs and tho red mnn rnis- -
cd the settler's hair, after which ho
borrowed his gun, without objoction
of tho owneri n(t tll0 hog killing.
T 10 tol conmod by tho Indians for
, , .,1. . ,,, , . .!,.
crablo. And yet tho settlers rarely
complained. A man can't very well
worry about domostto infelicities
with a largo irregular hole shot
through under his liftb rib, and tho
whole area of his domo of thought
peeled oil' and lnid asido.

It is very difl'oronr with our farmers
now. They do thoir own butchering,
reserve the toll formerly collected by
tho Indians, nnd it is saltod down for
a rainy day. They also save enough
natural hair, which in early timos was
appropriated by tho rodman, to make
it quito an object.

1 remember once attending the mur-
der of a largo ambitious bog, commit-
ted by an amateur butcher. He had
drivon a largo cheese knifo Into the
hog's infernal improvements seven or
eight timos, and had dissected his
wind-pip- together with a large por-
tion of his digestive apparatus but the
hog refused to die.

Another Belief Shuttered.
Ono by ono tho cherished beliefs of

the past aro swept away, or attempted
to bo swept away, by some smart Aleck
who can't lind anything bettor to do.

Stories that havo been handed down
front generation to generation as
gospel truths aro pronounced fables or
myths or downright prevarications,
even though they have been implicitly
believed in for centuries.

about its family. The centipede is
known to be one of tho most poison-
ous reptiles in existence. It is claimed
that its sting is sure death, and an

species is that of an Ho
says that when among tho Ozark
Mountains a companion felt ono of
them crawling up his leg. Ho knew
its sting was sudden and fatal, but tho
varmint was on him. What must ho
do to bo saved was tho question. Ho
knew it would be impossible to shako
it of)', becauso nt the least disturbance
it would plant its fangs into his llesh.
Ho felt it crawling, and as it camo
higher and higher on his limb, the
porspiration boiled from ovory poro of
his body.
