"What wili the House do with the
subsidy amendment to the postolTtee
bill?"

Most of our
people will vote against it, and a
few of the other side will vote with
us. The subsidy amendment has
no business on the postollice bill, it
has nothing to do with improving
the mail ser ice. It is intended to

assist commerce, to help some peo
ple to sell in foreign markets the
articles they cannot make c;eap
enough to enter into competition
with foreign manufacturers,"

"What is going to be the result in
Illinois in the next congressional
campaign ?"

"Well, there are a couple of close
districts that I suppose will go re
publican. Ward's district belongs
to the republicans, out the)' will
have some close districts, too, and
in my opinion the Illinois delegation
in the next congress will be divided
about as it is now,"
