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THREE EASTERN CITIES.

Growth of New York, Philadeiphis, snd
Boston Since the War.

The New York lera'd prints an in-
| teresting account, illusteated by maps,
| of the growth of three cities—New York,
Philwdelphia, and Boston—sinece the
war. It isa record of wonderful pros-
peritvtand full of encourngement for the
fu ure.

In 1866 the solid blocks of New York
exiended as fur north as Thirty-fourth
street.  Between  Thirty-fourth  and
Forty-secoud sireets, east of Sixth
avenue it was partially built up, but
west of Sixth avenue few improvements
bad been attempred. North ot Forty-
second street the only improvements
were between Sicond and Fourth ave-
nues a8 far us Fifty-ninth street and be-
tween Eighth and Ninth avenues to
Central park. North of Seventy-ninth
sirvelt was the scattered population of
Yorkville, and north of One Hundred
and E.ghteenth street was Harlem, on
the Harlem river, which was then the
porthern boundary of the citv. Since
that time & tract north of the Harlem
river, more than half as large ns the
former area of the city, has been an-
nexed from Westehester county.  This
tract i8 bounded on the east by the
Broux river and on the north by Yonk-
ers. ‘This extensive district, it is ex-
peeted, w.ll b devoted mainly to man-
ulictories and the population they sup-
port, while the rest of the p&:n]lﬁ: will
tind howes on Mashatian island, soutn
of the river.

The population of New York eity in
1863, ns scertained by the state census,
waus 726,356, wiich was less by more
than 57000 than the popolation  re-
ported by the navonal census of 1860
But if the war gave a clieck to the
growth of New York it was bul a tem-
{ pooary etfeet. In 1870 the population
fwas 42202 In 1880, 1,206 299. The

So0,000, which we must think to be an
eXageeration.  The increase from 1870
o 1880 was something more than 25
|wr vent. We are not prepared to be-
leve Lhnt it has been 50 per cent in
the lust six years. DBut if the preseut
population is 1LXO.00) it is an evidence
of wonderiul prosperity. In 1866 Madi-
son avenue  was not graded above
Forty-second sireet, and along Forty-
second and Forty-third streets in the
neignborhood of Fiith avenue there was
a cultle-yard. Now the center of
nctivity in building is north of One
Hundred and Fiftieth street.  On Oune
Huwindeed and Fifiv-fourth sireet houses
of three stories with wansard roofs rent
readily for S1L000.  Within  twenty
years about fifiy thousaud new houses
ave been erected.

The consolidation, which increased
the area of the eity of Philadelphia from
one of the smallest of American cities
to the largest, aud made it in popula-
tion the secoud in the country, was
adopted in 1854. The growth of Phila-
deiphia since the war has been steady,
but not phenomenal in any degree. Its
population in 1865 was 619,7.5, and is
now estimated to be a round million.
It lacked less than 50,000 of that num-
ber last year. The number of buildings
erected in Philadelphia largely exceeds
the number in New York for the same
period, which is due to the fact that
they are smaller and cheaper, the
majority being intended only for one
family each. The records of the build-
ing inspectors show that since 1865
nearly 94,000 buildings have been con-
strucied. While New York is the city
of bigh rents, Philadelphia is the city
of low rents, in comparison with any
otner hr‘: city in the country.

Boston has a.s0 grown rapidly. Since
the war, Roxbury, Dorchester, West
Roxbury, Charlesiown, and Brighton

have been annexed, and the ation

Prof. Franz-l, the head physician to
the Berlin Charite, publishes in the
Charde Annalen some pregnant obser-
vitions upon “‘immoderate smoking."
Some of the results at which he has
arrived are caleulated to aswnish those
who suppose that the worst cigars, or at
all eveuts the cheapest, are most de-
leterious. The contrary, according to
his examination of his patients, appears
to be true. Heart complaints—par-
ticnlarly irregular action of the heart—
are almost always produced by the
smoke of the best Havana cigars, which
are by no means. Dr. Franzel says, rich
in nicotine.  Strange as it may seem,”
the doctor adds, “such complaints rare-
Iy show themseives among those who
smoke the ordinary trade cigars, even
In an enormous quantity.” He speaks
of men who actually smoke eighteen
common cigars a day without being in-
jured. He has had to deal with cases
In which men have been injured by
smoking the finest cigars, gpecially im-
ported for their use from Havana;
