Washington, Nov. 20.—Secretary
Fairchild is busily engaged in the
preparation of his anupual report
which is usually transmitted to cou-
gress ou the first duy of the new
session. The seeretary proposes to
make his last report a valuable cou-
tribution to tinancial history, and he
will give a comprehensive review of
our financial system as conducted
under the present administration.
In order that he may not be disturb-
ed in his important work he has tem-
porarily abandoned the tressury  de-
partment for the seclusion of lis li-
brary at home. He will devote con-
siderable attention to the surplus
problem and will show thatat the
present rate ofincrease it may reach
the neighborhood of something like
£104,000,000 by the end of the pres-
ent fiscal year. These figures are
based on the faet that as long as
money remains in the treasury itis
reckoned as a part of the surplus
notwithstanding provisions may
have been previously made for its
expenditure.
