Missouri by adopting tne report o

the committee on legislation and
means, which was submitted bv Hon.
B. U. Massie, chairman, of . Spring
field. The report of the committee i

classified roads into three grades or
classes: Fiist, macadam, gravel
turnpike roads; second, well graded
and thoroughly drained dit roads;
third, ordinary ditched or graded
roads. Roads o; the first class ire
to be constructed iu sections of jot
less than one mil in length, upon
petition of a majority of the abut-

ting property owners, who sbal pay
not less than 25 per cent of the cost;
roads of the second and third tlnsses
to be built entirely at the expanse tf
the county, townships to constitute
road districts .is far as practicable,
aud etich district to be iu charge of
a road maker, to be employed by the
county court. The report calls for
such legislation as will diveit all
dram shop licenses to the road fund
of the counties. A pall tax and a
levy of not exceeding 50 cents on
$100 valuation in to be appropriated
for the construction of roads of the

coud and third classes, and such
special taxes are to be levied for
roads of the first class as the voters
of any county or road district may
vote to determine. The report calls
attention to the enormous amount
of costs in criminal ca8es paid by the
state, and proposes that the law be
so amended as to exempt the state
from the payment of costs iu crimi-

nal cases, except the salaries of of
ficers, and that the amount so saved
to the state, together with the tax
on foreign corporations, be diverted
to the general road fund aud distrib
uted to the various counties. In
viewr of the difficulty of raising
money in various eounties by direct
taxation, wherewith to build roads,
it is proposed to ask the state to
loan its crtdit to the various coun
ties to the extent of 10 per cent of
their assessed value for t tie purpose
of road building, and the submission
of a constitutional amendment to ac
complish this end.

Th report met with the hearty
approval of the convention, and was
adopted with scarcely a dissenting
voice. Tha convention will finish
its labors to morrow.

Oat iu Cowley couuty, Kansas,
Sunday night four farmers played
bold train robbers and held up the
