LOST IN THE DEEP.

The Itoumania Wrecked With
All on Uoanl

Over 100 Persons Drowned UlF tlie
CoHtit of Portugal.

Lisbon, Oct. 28. The British
hteanier Roumauia was wrecked at
the mouth of the Arelho river, near
Peniche. Of those ou board 113
were drowned and only nine were
saved The Roumania had 55 pas-

sengers and a crew numbering C7

The niue persons saved from the
wreck have been given a shelter in a
hospital in the neighborhood of
Peniche.

The Roumania' 8 captain and pilot
are among the lost. Large quanti-
ties of wreckage are washing ashore
all along the neighboring coast.

The Roumania was an iron screw
steamer of 3,387 tons, belonging to
the Anchor Liue aud plying between
Liverpool and Bombay. She sailed
from Liverpool and Bombay on Oct.
22. Her length was 3G4 feet,
breidth 33 feet and depth 28J feet,
and she was built at Glasgow in
1880. Peniche. near where the
Roumania is reported to have been
wrecked, is a fortified town of Por-
tugal on the Atlantic Oceau about
50 miles nort of the mouth of the
Tagus.

Poisoned Seventeen Women.

London, Oct. 27. Dr. Neil Cream
has confessed to Mr. Waters, his
counsel, that from 1873 to 1881,
when Cream was arrested in Chica-
go he had poisoned 17 women.
