Murderer Henson Assaults His
GnanJTIiPii Kills Himself.

Leavenworth, Kan., Pec. 15.

Whitecbapel fiend never coiuniitted
a ciime mora cruel or revolting' tbsn
that of CharlfH A. BensoD, when on
the night of March 23 he shot Mis.
Theresa Mettman on then military
reservation at Fort Leavenworth,
dismembered her body with a Baw,
placed the pieces in sacks the threw
them into the Missouri river. An-

archist Ling displayed no more die-rega-
rd

for physical suffering, con-

trived no more cunningly at his
own death or showed more cool
nere in the execution.

Benson died in the jail at Leaven-
worth at 7:20 o'clock this evenii g
from the effects of knife wounds ir --

dieted by his own hands. Thin, af-

ter a murderous assault upon his day
guard, Captain J. V. Morgan. Ben-

son's end of life was as peaceful as
the past few years had been stormy.
He had been placed under the in-

fluence of chloroform that his
wounds might be examined and
treated and he never regained

Siuce the United States isupreine
court some ten days ago affirmed the
decision of the lower court and de-

clared that Benson should hang
Le had been confined in a room
apart from other prisoners ami had
been placed under guard night and
day. This morning at 7 o'clock
Captain Morgan relieved Night
Guard V. J. Powell. Benson dis-

played no unusual excitement t
this tim'e A few minutes later he
grew restless. He was standing by
the door when Morgan noticed his
change in manner, asked him what
the matter was and started toward
him. The little murderer then turn-

ed upon his keeper with the ferocity
of a tiger, knocked him down,
stamped upon his head, inflicting

seriouB injuries, and finally attempt
ed to smother him with a blanket.

'Morgan yelled for mercy and Ben-

son linallv desisted. Trusty Baud
on the floor below heard Morgan's
half smothered yell. He first thought
it was the lowing of Sheriff Flora's
cow in the yard. Then the souuds
grew more distinct and Band and
Deputy Howard rushed upstairs.
Benson heard them coming and cried

out through the wooden door sep-

arating them: 'TH kill the first man
who conies in here."

Baud mounted a box and looking
over the grated transom saw Ben-

son standing by the door with a

white sheet in his bauds and Mor-

gan, his guard, upon the floor, his
head covered with a red blanket.
Sheriff Flora was the next to appear
on the 6ceue. Being armed he open-

ed the door and walked in, finding
Benson buttoniug up his waistcoat
and as cool and collected as though
nothing had happened. He was

buttoning that waistcoat over two
mortal wounds.

iff Flora.

Only Morgan he
vanted to kill me and I defend my-

self. I hit him mit a piece of coal
aud him pleed." said Benson.

"You hit him with something
worse than coal,'' said the sheriff,
"or yoa could not cut him as you
did."

"Veil, I hit him mit a piece of
slate,' was Benson's quick response.

"Veil, goodby," suddenly blurted
out Benson to the sheriff. "I'm go- -

insr to die in five minutes. I have
taken poison, so goodby."

The sheriff laughed at the idea of
Benson bidding him goodby aud
told him he wouldn't die.
