Prospects.

London, Sept. 8. A panic is
preading throughout Ireland over

the terrible prospect of the appar
ently complete failure of the harvest.

?ports from 110 parish priests
from Couatie3 CUre. Cork, Kerrv,

lerick, Tipperary, Antrim, Ar
magh, Cavan, Dijrrr, Donegal, Down

ermanagh, Monaghan and Tyrone
all tell eame piteous 6torv of
u ned crops, impending destitution

and famine. Blipht 1ns everywhere
wholly or maioly destroyed potatoes,
while oats, which is the next most
essential crop to Irish farmers, have
bean battered down by incessant
rains and practically destroyed.

From Connemera county, Galway,
comes this heartrending tale: "Tbe
ate long run of harsh weather

scarcely a vestige of hope to the
poor Connemara cottiers. Tu3 three
piiacipla crepi raised in tLi-- j locali
tyhay, oats and potatoes sra vir-

tually ruined, tbe latter to an alarm
ing extent. It is common ob3erva- -

ioa around Clifton that it is a full
day's woik for a man to dig oae lull
meal of potatoes fcr his family, and
even then they can scarcely be eat-e-n.

Froja Mallow, County Cork, situ
ated in t'ae rich stieak of land known
as ''Golden Vein," the report is:

The oat crop, which is the main de
pendance of a vast majority of the
faimrs, is entirely unlit for market-
ing purposes. It ia siill seen spread
out ia eheaf and can not be bound or
stalked. The crop is now reduced
to a couditiou that fits only for the
manure heap. The potato crop is
counted altogether a failure."

A dispatch from Westmeath 6aye:
'Incessant raius for the past month

hava completely destroyed crops of
every desctiption. What were
month ago smiling, cheerful looking
fields are today blighted and ruined.
The potato crop is bad even to rot
tencese. Uats and kindred crops

1 1.are in sucn a wretcnea way tuac no
yield can be expectod from them."'

when Perry bad breakfast Berved

tnd bid them a last good-by- .

Perry for once completely broke
down. After their departure he re-

gained bis nerve and made his last
preparatiocs
. His coffin be selected yesterday,
ind paid ia advance ell burial ex-

penses. He said that he did cot
fear to die, and did not regret the
killing of Lanier. Ac 0:15 he was

taken to Decatur, eight mile3 dis-

tant. His wife and son will follow
later.

' "I ihot Bela Lanier because he hd
dishonored my wife and brought
disgrace upon my children.

I stand justified.

by Fire After the

Wreck.

clearing away the debris and rescu
iug the bodies of those wlo perish-
ed, it is jet impossible to secure
mcra than an estimate of tie less cf
life, and even tbo3e killed havo not
been identified. Many of the unfor-tuoflte- s

never will be koown, and it
is possible that the number killed
will always be ia doubt. From the
bewt information cbtaiuable now
fully thirty persons ava believed to
have peiiehed, while 18 are known to
have ben badly injured.

The wreck is by far the worst, net
only in the history of Colorado, but
in all the an nils of Western railroad
ing. When the disaster occurred
the oucussion was to great that
both engiaes, baggage and express
cars, smoker and day coaches and
two stock cars wera totally demol
iehed and tbe track for many rods in
both directions was torn up. The
tire started from the explosion of a
Pintsch gas tank ou one of the pas
eencer coaches.

Tbe generally accepted theory as
to the cause of the wreck is that
Conductor Burbauk of the Midland
special, anticipating tbe time of the
passenger, undertook to "steal a sta
tion" and beat the passenger into
Newcastle. Burbank escaped uoin
jared, and upon orders from Coro
ner Clark has been placed under
arrest by the sheriff.

Mr. and Mrs E. H. Strouse, who
live one quarter of a mile from the
ecene of the accident, report that
when the two trains met the shock
was so great as to literally hurl them
out of bed. Some say tbe noise was
heard and the shock felt in New
castle.

Some excitement was occasioned
by two Italians attempting to break
opon truoks taken from the baggage
car. Marshal Pearson shot Rt one
and thinks he hit him. The other,
Nick Fick, was arrested.

The Rio Grande passeuser train
was due at Newcastle at 11:0
o'clock, and should have reached the
point one and one half mi'es beyou
Newcastle, wnere the accident os
curred, by 11:10.

Frank Jr. Mannix, a newspaper
man of Victor, Col., who was in the
smoker and escaped with some piin
ful bruises and burns, said today
"Words fail to express the horror o
tbe scene, lhe crasn came unex
pectedly. Suddenly all was dark
ness. confusion. The air was filled
with cinders, splinters and heated
gafees. Ihen names darted up en
either side. The scene was simply
indescribable. The nimes were in
a sensa a Godsend, for with their
aid the windows were located, even
tuougn passengers naa to jump
through th names

The accident occurred at the
worst possible point. Two minutes'
running time each way would have
averted the wreck, as each engineer
could have seen the appeoach of the
other train. Tbe trains collided on
a curve or bend round a mountain
and there was no opportunity to
avoid the wreck, or even to slacken
the speed
