Electrical World.

The Electrical Review in its last issue
publishes the diary kept by Samuel F.
H. Morse during his earliest work on
the Baltimore and Washiugton tele-

graph line in the year 143. The book
was discovered in the library of Thomas
A. Edison, at Orange, X. J. Under
date of August 10, 143, Mr. Morse de-

scribes certain tests he had made and
makes the following interesting proph-
ecy:

"The practical inference from this
law is that a telegraphic communica-
tion on my plan may, with certainty,
be established across the Atlautic.
Startling as this may seem now, the
time will come when this project will
be realized."

Commenting on this prophecy, the
Electrical Review ssys:

"To-da- y there is no ocean unspanned
by a telegraphic cable. We have com-
pleted the flrst Pacific cable and have
tuadfe a good start on the
Marconi has established communica-
tion across the Atlantic without wires.
It is difficult to realize that this diary
was written less than 60 years ago."

By the
close of 1003 trains will be running by
electricity.

In ocean travel. In May the first turbin-

e-driven cross-chann- steamer will
commence running between Dover and
Calais.

In August another turbine vessel
will be pluced onthe.NewIIaven-Diepp- e

service. In April the most powerfully
engined liner in the world will sturt
running, viz., the North German Lloyd
steamer Kaiser Wilhelm Der Zweite.

NEW PLATINUM MINES.

Valaable Depoalta of Tola Rare Metal
Are Being Worked la

Hnaala.

Vast deposits of platinum have been
discovered by a party of diggers on
the River Gussevu, a tributary of thi
Issa, in western Siberia. The news
quickly got abroad and swarms of
miners started for the newt-amp- . With-
in a month 25.000 men were on the spot
Hgffing like demons, and before the po-
lice could get to the camp more than
$1,500,000 worth of platinum, it is esti-
mated, got clear awuy, no one kuew
how nor where.

Matters are now being regulated by
the police, but the miners do not like
the regulations, and most of them
are leaving, preferring to return home
rather than submit to gathering
wealth slowly. A few of t he wiser ones
remain, thinking tliut they will be
able to "regulate" the police.
