He was ordained to
the ministry in 1874, thereby taking
upon himself a duty he had long
shrunk from and just how faithful he
was to trust, or how efficient his
lubors have been, the brethren and
churches can best te]l. His pleasure
and delight was to spend the time in
the Master’s work, to use his in-
fluence for conversion of those about
him.

During the last years of his life he
was identified with the Mt. Vernon
church, east of town. He was a man
of general impulse and never forgot
the hospitable ways of the pioneer.
The stranger, even though a beggar,
never failed to find food and shelter
if he sought it at his hands and he
was at home by the bedside of the
sick and delighted in all kinds of
neighborly offices, He had borne
adversity bravely and enjoyed pros-
perity quietly. He had filled the var-
ious relations of life as son, husband,
father, brother, friend and filled them
well. Who can do more?

He wasa man who united sound
sense with strong convictions, and a
candid oultspoken temper eminently
fitted to mould the rude elements of
pioneer society into form and consist-
ency and aid in raising a high stand-
ard of citizenship in our state. How
much his community owes him and
such as he, itisimpossible toestimate,
though it would be grateful to trace
his influence through some of the
more direct channels, to hold him up
in these degenerate days in his vari-
ous characfers of husband and father,
of neighbor and friend, to speak of
the sons and daughters he has reared
to perpetuate his name and emulate
his virtues. But it comes not within
the scope of a brief article to do so.
Suffice it to say he lived nobly and
died peacefully. At the advanced age
of 87 years the stern reaper found
him as a shock of corn fully ripe for
the harvest. Not for him be our
tears; rather let us crown his grave
with garlands; few of us will live as
long or as well and fewer yet will the
Angel of Death greet with such a lov-
ing touch.

Funeral services were conducted by
Rev. 8. M. Brown of Kansas City and
Rev. J. W. Sage of the Baptist church
in Amsterdam after which the re-
maing were laid to rest in West Point
Cemetery.
