Home Cured Meats Mould in
Damp Weather.

' A Missouri housewife recently
wrote to the College of Agricul-
ture at Columbia making the
following inquiry:- -

"I would appreciate very
much any advice you can give
me on what is the' best thing I
can do to keep ojir summer
hams. We kept them in salt un-
til thoroughly salted and then
hung them to up to dry and
smoked. Now they are mould-
ing."

P. P. Trowbridge of the De-

partment of Agricultural Chem-
istry in replying said: "It
should be emphasized that
mould does . not spoil cured
meat. Some persons in securing
country cured hams insist that
the mould, shall be left on as a
proof that the meat is genuina
country cured meaf. Some re
cm mend dipping the " meat in
boiling hot water to stop the
molding.- - This a oniy tempor-
ary, as the mol l will start to
grow again if the d.nnjt weath-
er continues."

fn prolonged seasons of wet
niiisrgy weat'ior cmvd meals are
citain to mill , This molding
of cured meat :an Ijv checked by
hai ring the me.it wliere there is
a good circulation of air. Cured
meats should never be hung in a
damp basement. If. the smoke
house is tight enough to keep
out the skipper fly so that the
meat is left hanginff in the
smoke, house a smudge built ev-
ery week during damp weather
helps keep down the mold.
Sacking of meat does not stop'
the molding. Ji meats are
wrapped tight to keep out the
skippers the wrapping should
be .lone first with cloth and then
with paper. If, paper used first
after it molds. We find it a
very good practice to encase the
meat in. a paper tlour sack, ty-i- nr

the neck of the saek very
tifflitly around the string by
which the meat banes. The
meat is then hung so that the
pieces do not touch each other.
Jlolding is reduced to a mini- -'

ilium and the meat is protected
from skippers.

United States Believes That
Germany Poesn't Want

to Deal Fairly.

ANSWERS ABOUT FRYE CASE

ays Teutons Had no Right to Sink
Freighter Refuaea to Go to Im-

perial Prize Court.

Washington, June 29. By agree-
ment with tbe German foreign office,
the state department has made pub-

lic the text of tbe note sent on
June 24 by the United States, asking
Germany to reconsider her refusal to
settle by direct diplomatic negotia-
tions, instead o' by prise court pro-

ceedings, tbe claim presented on be-

half of the captain and owners of the
American ship William P. Frye. sunk
with her cargo of wheat by the Prinz
Eitel Friedrich. Ambassador Gerard
cabled that he delivered the note last
Saturday afternoon.

government declares
that inasmuch as Germany has admit-
ted liability for the sinking cf the
Frye, under the treaty of 1828, prize
court proceedings are unnecessary and
not binding upon the United States.

Aside from the question of how the
indemnity should be paid, the note
brings out clearly the refusal of the
United States to accept the contention
that Germany has a right to stop the
carrying of contraband by American
ships by the destruction of the con-

traband and , the ship --carrying it.
While no mention of submarine war-

fare was made in either the last Ger-
man note or the present reply, occa-
sion was taken to deny this right, be-

cause of a belief that admission of it
now might in the future be used as a'
Justification for submarine attacks on
American ships.

HUERTA ARRESTED IN TEXAS

Former Mexican Dictator Charged with
Conspiracy to Incite Revolution

Against Friendly Nation,

El Paso, Tex., June 28. General
Victoriano Huerta arrived today in El
Paso, cheered by hundreds of Mexican
refugees and sympathizers on this side
of the border. This afternoon he was
detained at Fort Bliss, a prisoner of
the government whose flag, he, as pro-

visional president of Mexico, refused
to salute.

Tonight General Huerta was re-

leased on $15,000 bond and General
Pascual Orozco, who had been detain-
ed with him, on $7,500 bond. Charges
of conspiracy to incite a revolution
against a friendly country were filed
against Huerta and Orozco by special
agents of the department of justice.

General Orozco with Major Luis
Fuentes, a son-in-la- of Huerta, had
gone to Newman, N. M., by automobile
to meet General Huerta.

Fuentes. together - with General
Huerta s son and J. B. Katner, con-

fidential financial associate and inter-
preter, who were traveling with the
general, were not detained.

MEXICAN AGITATORS ACTIVE

Four Distinct Groups at Work in the
United Sta'tes at Present, Wash-

ington Believes.

Washington, June 29. According to
Information thus fat gathered, there
are at least four separate and distinct
groups, apart from the Villa and Car-ranz- a

supporters in the United .States,
who are active politically in the Mexi
can situation. Whenever such activ-
ity shall reach the point of setting on
foot a military, expedition from the
United States, arrests will follow, ac-

cording, to Mr. Warren, who is hand-
ling the case. .
