corn necessary to grow them under
average conditions'.

"An average of six feeding trials at
the Missouri, Nebraska, Iowa and In-

diana experiment stations (reported
in Purdue University extension bulle-

tin No. 39). gives the amount of corn
required to make 100 pounds of pork'
as pounds, or slightless less than
10.5 bushels. This is for corn fed
alone, under drylot conditions. Here
is a premium of 2.5 bushels to pay for
the feeding and the risks, liesides
fertility is maintained by feeding the
corn on the farm.

Accompanied to the scaffold
by Father J. J. O'llcar. chaplain of
the 108th Ammunition Train, the con-

demned men went to their death calm-

ly, and the entire procedure lasted
only a few minutes. Six officers of
the hospital corps examined the
bodies and declared death practically
instantaneous.

The crime for which the death pen-

alty was inflicted by court-marti- al and
approved by President Wilson was
the murtler of Private Foley, who was
guarding the two negroes while they
were engaged in cleaning up rubbish
amound the camp. Foley was stabbed
in the ear and died two hours later.
The negroes fled, but were quickly re-

captured and their trial begun the
following morning, lasting three days.
