“Let us re-consecrate our lives to
America — to an undivided union,
strength of purpose, the upbuilding of
American institutions and new glories
for our flag.”

Mr. Finch opened his address by
declaring that he believed Flag Day
will become a national day of tran-
scendent importance, because, he said,
if we are to preserve our independence
we must inculcate into the minds of
the youth of the country the ideas of
Americanism in the broadest terms.
“What the flag means to the coming
generations is up to vou and me, We
can not partake of the glory of the
past, but we, must hand it
down clean and undefiled.”

He said vouth must be made to know
that we are living in the greatest
country of the world, and opportuni-
ties will be even greater if the people
will exercise their power of suffrage
universally.
