A FLOCK OF SHEEP PAY.

Will Add to Profits of Every Farm, If
Properly Handled.

A flock of sheep on every farm, if
properly handled, will add to the prof-
its from that farm in the great majo:f-
ity of cases. Prices for sheep and

"wool at the present time are at an un-

precedented level, and continued high
prices seem to be indicated.

There were in the United States on
January 1st, 1917, 48,500,000 sheep,
and a human population running well
over 100,000,000, as compared with
52,500,000 sheep and a human popua-
lation of 90,000,00G *n 1810, and with
64,000,000 sheep and a1 heman popu-
lation of around 70,000,000 in 1903,
These data make evident a material
shortage in sheep, and whle present
prices are indicative of this shortage
as well as an increased demand, an or-
dinary sized flock of sheep can be
handled to exccllent advantage on
the average farm, and the profits
therefrom are worth careful consid-
eration at this time.

This is one means of increasing the
income from the average farm and at
the same time increasing the fertility
of the land.

DON'T MAKE HENS MOLT.

It Is Not a Sign of Early Fall Pro-
duoetion as Often Said.

Laying hens should be allewed to
molt naturally. The common idea
that if hens are compelled to molt
carly they will quickly feather out
and commence laying early in the fall
is erroncous. ‘An early molt is not
a sign of early fall production. Us-
ually the late molting hen is the heav-
ier producer. In fact, a lack of feath-
er growth is one of the facts to con-
sider when selecting hens for winter
laying.

Very often show birds are forced in-
to 2 summer molt by a restriction of
feed. This is done that the birds may
be in full féather once more for the
early show season. This should never
be practeed with utility stock. It will
cause production to stop and weaken
the hens at a time of the year when
full strength is needed. It is unwise
to change the generat character of the
feed. The addition of some oil carry-
ing ingredient, however, such as sun-
flower seed, will aid in the develop-
ment of new feathers.
