Being splendid feeders, the
squabs are always In nice, fat condi-
tion for selling for broilers, or they
can be raised to full growth and sold
t a profitably price. They can be

bred in confinement or at liberty, and
raise from 12 to 16 young In a year
or a pair every six weeks from Jan-
uary 15 to November or moulting
time. They lay but two eggs and sit
