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ORDINANCE NO. 93G.

MISDEMEANORS.

AN ORDINANCE defining
what shall constitute misdemean-
ors or offenses against the City
of Cape Girardeau, and provid-
ing penalties therefor.

RE IT ORDAINED BY THE
COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
CAPE GIRARDEAU, MIS-
SOURI, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Sparring and Box-
ing.

Any person who shall engage
in any public sparring or boxing
exhibition. or who shall aid.
abet, er assist in any such exhi-
bition, or who shall furnish any
room or other place for such ex-

hibition within the limits of
this city, shall be deemed guilty
of a misdemeanor.

Section 2.
If two or more persons shall

within this city in any public
place, voluntarily or by agree-
ment engage in any light, or
use any blows or violence toward
each other, if any angry or quar-
relsome manner, or do each other
any willful mischief, or if any
person shall assault another and
strike him, in any public place,
to the terror or disturbance of
others, the person, or persons,
so offending shall be deemed
guilty of an affray, and, on con-
viction, shall be punished as for
a misdemeanor.

Section 3. Unlawful Assem-
bly.

If three or more persons shall
assemble together with the in-

tent, or being assembled shall
agree mutually to assist one an-
other, to do any unlawful act,
with force or violence, against
the person or property of an-
other, or against the peace or to
the terror of he people, within
the city, such persons so assem-
bling and each of them shall be
deemed guilty of an unlawful
assembly, and, on conviction
therefor, shall be punished as
for a misdemeanor.

Section 4. Riots.
If three or more persons, being

assembled as mentioned in the
above section, shall proceed to
carry out or accomplish their
purposes, or do any unlawful act
in furtherance or supposed fur-
therance of said purposes, in a
violent, unlawful or tumultuous
manner, to the terror or disturb-
ance of peaceful citizens, with-
in this city, every person so of-
fending, or who shail aid or as-
sist in doing any unlawful act,
shall be deemed guilty of a riot,
and on conviction thereof shall
be punished for a misdemeanor.

Section May Issue
Proclamation.

The Mayor of this city, being
apprehensive of a riot or riotous
assemblage within this city, may
by proclamation, require all min-
ors to keep within doors for any
length of time not exceeding
three days, during that period
of each astronomical day of
twenty-fou- r hours which inter-
venes between the end of one
hour after sunset and the begin-
ning of one hour before sunrise;
and all minors offending against
such proclamation may be forth-
with arrested, and, on conviction
thereof shall be punished as foY
a misdemeanor.

Section 6. Intoxicated Per-
son.

Every person who shall in this
city be found in or upon any
public street or grounds, street
car, steam railway car, or in any
store, shop, post-offic- e, theatre,
hall, skating rink, or other pub-
lic place, in a state of intoxica-
tion, drunk or under the influ-
ence of intoxicating liquor, or
who shall be found in such con-
dition at or on any public ground
or place where people are law-
fully assembled for any purpose
whatever, or who shall drink
any intoxicating liquor from a
buttle, bucket, can or other ves-
sel, in any such place, shall be
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor.

Section Assem-
blies.

Every person who shall in this
city willfully disquiet or disturb
any congregation or assembly
met for religious worship or ser-
vices, or when meeting at the
place of worship or dispersing
therefrom or any school, or other !

meeting or assemblage of people
met together for any lawful pur

pose whatever, by making a
noise, or by rude, or indecent
behavior, or profane discourse
within the place of assembly, or
so near the same as to interrupt
or disturb the order or solemnity
thereof, or who sha'l willfully
menace, threaten or assault any
person there being, shall be
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor.

Section 8. Disturbance of the
Teace.

Whoever shall in this city will-
fully disturb the peace of any
family, or of any neighborhood,
or of any person, or persons, by
loud and unusual noises, or by
violent' tumultuous, offensive or
ostreperou.s conduct or carriage,
or by using toward any person any
indecent, profane, obscene or of-

fensive language, or who shall
be guilty of any such act. con-
duct or carriage, or use such
in any public place, or threat-
ening, challenging, assaulting,
striking or fighting any person,
or persons, and any person in
this city who shall willfully
suffer and permit any such con-
duct in or about any house or
premises owned or possessed by
him, or under his management
or control, so that others are dis-
turbed thereby, shall be deemed
guilty of a misdemeanor.

Section 9. Loitering About
Depots, etc.

Whoever shall loiter or loaf in,
around or about any railroad de-

pot or roundliouse of any rail-
road company in this city, or
whoever shall loiter or loaf upon,
around, about the right of way
of any railroad company in this
city for the purpose then and
there to spend his time in idle-
ness, and who is unable to give
a good account of himself, shall,
in any such case, be deemed
guilty of a misdemeanor.

Section 10. Common Assault.
Any person who shall, within

this city, assault or strike or
beat or wound another, under
cricumstances and in such man-
ner as not to constitute any
felony under the laws of the
State of Missouri, shall be deem-
ed guilty of a misdemeanor.

Section 11. Indecent or Pro-
fane Language in Public Con-
veyances.

Any person who, while being-conveye-

through or about this
city in an omnibus, hack, street
railway car, or other public
conveyance, shall be guilty of
using indecent or profane lan-
guage, or of cursing or swear-
ing, or of any offensive or dis-
orderly conduct, the person so
offending shall be deemed guilty
of a misdemeanor.

Section 12. Loafing on Street
Corners.

If any two or more persons
shall assemble together on any
sidewalk, street crossing or
street corner, and there remain
loafing and spending their time
in idleness, to the inconvenience
or annoyance of the traveling
public, they shall each be deem-
ed guilty of a misdemeanor.

Section 13. Sale of Pistols,
Knives and Cartriges to Chil-
dren Prohibited.

Any person, within this city,
who shall sell to any child under
the age of sixteen years, with-
out the written consent of the
parents or guardian of such
child, any cartridge or fixed
amunition of which any fulmi-
nate is a component part, or any
gun. ritle, pistol, revolver, bovvie
knife, dirk, dagger, or any knife
not made to open and shut, shall
be deemed guilty of a misde-
meanor.

Section 11. Discharge of
Fire-arm- s, Sale of Toy Pistols,
etc.

Any person, within this city,
who shall fire off or discharge
any rifle, shot gun, carbine,
musket, pistol revolver, or other
fire-arm- s or ordnance, or any cat
gun, spring gun or air gun. or
who shall throw any rock, pebble
or hard substance by means of a
sling, cross-bo- India rubber
band or bow, r by any other
means, and any person who
within this city shall sell, give
away, or otherwise dispose of
any toy pistol or toy fire-arm- s

that may be loaded with a ball
or other substance, or which
may be discharged by means of
a percussion cap or other cap or
fuse, and any person who shall
use such toy pistol or toy lire-arm- s,

shall be deemed guilty of
a misdemeanor; provided, that

nothing in this section shall be
so construed as to prevent the
discharge of fire-arm- s by the
state militia on parade-day- s, or
by any detachment of the United
States army,, when done by com-
mand of the proper officer; nor
shall it be so construed so as to
prevent the tiring of cannon on
days of public celebration.

Section 15. Concealed Wea-
pons, etc.

Whoever shall, in this city,
carry upon or wear upon or
about his person in a concealed
manner, any pistol, revolver,
dirk, bowie knife, slung shot,
brass, lead or iron knuckles or
knuckles of any ' other metal,
sand bag, or any other deadly
weapon, or shall go into any
church, or place wherepeoplehave
assembled for religious worship,
or into any school room or place
where people are assembled
educational, literary or social
purposes, or to any election pre-
cinct on any election day, or in-

to any court room during the
sitting of the court, or into any
other public assemblage of per-
sons met for any lawful purpose,
other than for militia drill uuder
the laws ef this state, having
upon or about his person any or
either of the deadly weapons
herein mentioned, or who shall
in the presence of one or more
persons exhibit any such weap-
ons in a rude, angry or threaten-
ing manner, or who shall have
or carry any such weapon upon
or about his person when intoxi-
cated, or under the influence of
intoxicating drinks, or shall di-

rectly or indirectly sell or deliver,
loan or barter to any minor any
such weapon .without the consent
of the parent or guardian, in
writing, shall be deemed guilty
of a misdemeanor, and. on con,
viction thereof, shall be fined
not less than twenty-fiv- e dollars
nor more than one hundred dol-
lars; provided, that nothing in
this section shall be so construed
as to apply to police or other
officers whose duty it is to exe-
cute process or warrants or to
suppress breaches of the peace.

Section 16. Penalty fur Cir-
culating Obscene Matter.

Every person who shall, with-
in this city, manufacture, print,
publish, buy, sell, offer for sale
or advertise for sale, or have in
his possession, with intent to
sell or circulate, or shall give
away, distribute or circulate any
obscene, lewd, licentious,

or lascivious book,
pamphlet, paper, ballad, draw-
ing, lithograph, engraving pic-
ture, photograph, model, cast,
print, article or other publica-
tion of indescent. immoral or
scandalous character, or shall
write, print or publish, sell or
circulate any letter, handbill,
card, circular, book, pamphlet,
advertisement or notice of any
kind giving information, di-
rectly or indirectly, when, where,
how, of whom or by what means
any of things hereinbefore men-
tioned can be had or obtained,
and whoever shall print or pub-
lish in any newspaper any vul-
gar, scandalous, obscene or im-
moral pleidings or evidence in
any cause or proceedings before
any court or tribunal whatever,
shall, on conviction thereof, be
deemed guilty of a misdemean-
or: but nothing in this section
shall be construed so as to ef-
fect teaching in regular medical
colleges, or public standard med-
ical books, or reports of medicai
colleges, of the practice of regu-
lar practiotiners of medicine, or
druggists in their legitimate
business,

Section 17. Sale of Certain
Books and Papers to Minors
Prohibited.

It shall be unlawful for any
person to sell, lend, giveaway,
show or have in his possession
with intent to sell or give away,
or to show, or advertise, or oth-
erwise offer for loan, gift or
distribution to any minor child,
any book, pamphlet, magazine,
newspaper, story paper or other
printed paper devoted to the
publication, or principally made
up of criminal news, police re-
ports, last or crime, or to ex-

hibit upon any street or high
way, or in any other place, with-
in the view of or which, may
be within the view of any minor
child, any book, magazine,
pamphlet, newspaper, story pa-
per or any other paper or pub-
lication coming within the de-

scription of matters mentioned

m this section, or to hire, use
or employ any minor child to
sen r give away, or- in any
manner to distribute, or who,
having the care, custody or con-
trol of any minor child, to per-
mit j?uch child to sell, give away
or in any manner to distribute
any book, magazine, pamphlet,
newspaper, story paper, or any
other paper or publication com-
ing within the description of
matters mentioned in this sec-
tion, and any person violating
any of the provisions of this
section shall be guilty of a mis-- !

demeanor.
Section 18. Iridescent Expos-

ure of Person; Lewd Ilehavior;
Lewd Rooks; Obscene and Im-
moral Shows.
. Whoever shall be found in
this city in a public place in a
state of nudity, or in any dress
not belonging to his or her sex,
or shall make any iridescent ex-

posure of his or her person or
persons: or shall be '.unity of
any indescent or lewd act of
behavior; or shall exhibit, sell
or offer for sale any indescent,
lewd book, pictures, or thing, or
shall exhibit or perform in any
public place any indescent, im-
moral or lewd play or other pre-
sentation; or shall exhibit to or
before any public gathering,
audience, assembly or meeting
of any persons, any indescent,
obscene, immoral moving pic-
ture (and any such picture with-
in the meaning of this ordin-
ance, shall be any picture in the
nude of a person, male or female
in indescent position, or the re-

production in part or the whole
of any prize fight or boxing
contest, shall be deemed guilty
of a misdemeanor.

Section 19. Indescent Adver-
tisements Forbidden.

No person shall post, stick or
put hn any street, alley, side-
walk, wall, fence, bridge, bill
board or other public place with-
in the city, or suffer, permit or
cause the same to be done, any
lewd, indescent, obscene, im-
moral or grossly written or
printed advertisement,. bill, pos-
ter or circular, or any notice of
the professional skill or reme-
dies of any person for the curing
of venereal, or what are usually
called secret or private diseases;
nor snail any person leave or
place, or cause to be left or
placed, any such advertisement,
bill, poster, circular or notice in
or upon any house, building,
yard or premises, whether the
same be enclosed in an envelope
or any other form; nor shall any
person give, or cause to be giv-
en, to anyone any such adver-
tisements, bill poster, circular
or notice.

Any person violating any pro-
visions of this section shall be
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor
and, upon conviction thereof,
shall be fined not less than five
nor more than one hundred dol-
lars.

Section 20. Penalty For Own-
er Permitting Gambling Do-vic- e

on Premises.
Every person who shall per-

mit any gaming table, bank or
device to be set up or used for
the purpose of gaming in any
house, building, shed, booth,
shelter, lot or other premises to
him belonging or by him occu-
pied, or of w hich he has at the
time the possession, or control,
shall, on conviction, be adjudged
guilty of a misdemeanor and be
punished by imprisonment in
the city jail for not more than
sixty nor less than ten days, or
by fine not more than fifty nor
less than five dollars.

Section 21. Gambling and
Bawdy Houses Prohibited.

Every person who shall set up
or keep a common gaming house
or bawdy house or brothel, or
house of assignation, in this
city, shall, on conviction, head-judge- d

guilty of a misdemeanor,
and punished by a fine not less
than fifty nor more titan one

ter, or be defecating: or urinat-
ing in or upon any such place

Section 31. Dumping animals

and refuse into the Mississippi
river.

No person, company or cor-
poration shall hereafter dump

jany dead animal into the
River north of Morgan

Oak Street unless the same be
conveyed to the middle of the
river so that it shall float off and
not lodge or becomo attached to
the bank or any bar along thtt

j river within the city limits; and
no person, company or corpora-jtio- n

shall hereinafter dump,
throw or deposit any ashes or
cinders, or any refuse, offal or
matter of any kind into the Mis
sissippi iuver between the foot
of Bellevue Street and the foot
of Independence Street within
the city.

Any person, company or cor-
poration violating the provisions
