BEAUTIFUL ALMONT

EOMANCE OF THIS HISTOHIO
SPOT ON TEE HUDSON.

Home of the Livingstons, Famous
Throughout the Country in the

Eighteenth Century, Find
a New Owner.

Occasionally the enrly history of
the country Is reealW by modern
transactions and such is the case
with the sale of Almont, the pic-
turesque country homj of the Living-
ston family, in Bnrrytown on the
Hudson. A New Yorker, Cord Meyer,
has purchased the estate from Robert
8. Livingston, a grandson of the orig-
inal Robert 8. Livingston, and thus
there has passed out of the control of
the family the famous country seat
which has been held by them for up-
ward of a century.

But It was the career of the original
owner, Col. De Venux, a man of mys-
tery, which made Almont famous
throughout tho country in those early
days. Favored of the English nobility
nnd a protege of the crown, Col. De
Veaux was given considerable grants
of land In South Carolina, but soon,
for reasons best known to himself,
he purchased from Gen. John Arm-
strong, of revolutionary fame, his
country seat in Dutchess county
known as Almont.

Apparently possessed of limitless
wealth no one of his neighbors cared
to Inquire Its source, for Do Veaux
brought with him into tho heart of
this center of the old aristocracy a
reputation as a duellist and fire eater
A'hich discouraged undue curiosity
about his affairs. He had been com-
missioned by the Crown to suppress
some of the rebellions In the Ber-
mudas and other Engl.sh dependen-
cies in tho West Indies, and captured
a number of the forts which were in
rebellion. Reproductions of the forts
so captured wero aftetward cut in

stone and adorned the mantels In the
old mansion of Almont.

De Veaux chose Almont as his
permanent home more on account of
the good anchorage and the shelter
for his ships provided by the deep
cove In front of tho property, and
back of the island, now known as
Crugers, De Vcaux's sloops always
came under cover of darkness and
the unloading was surrounded with
the deepest mystery. He brought
from the West Indies a corps of na-
tives as slaves or servants whose
chief duty it wa to keep the Inquis-
itive off his possessions.

When he came into possession of
tho Hudson river property, about a
hundred and fifty of the 400 acres
rounding the mansion had been
cleared. The rest was a dunse for-
est of huge oak and hickory, which
was carefully preserved by the Liv-
ingston family, and therci remains

some 200 acres of virgin forest.
Do Veaux married Miss Catherine

Ver Plank, whose father was one of
the wealthiest Dutch settlers along
the Hudson, and in the latter years
of his life mingled in the society of
the place to a considerable degree,
and bis mansion came to be a head-
quarters of royal hospitality. Tho
old Van Alen mansion was improved
in princely stylo. It was of brick and
stone, 100x50 feet, two stories in
height with nrtibtlc porticos anil
piazzas. The marble stops were Im-

ported by Do Veaux In his own
ships.

In the wall of the dining room over
the sideboard the owner placed a dec-
oration which was remarkable. Strips
of solid silver were set Into tho wall
In such a way as to represent tho
waves of the sea, and when lighted
up either by tho sun or from the huge
log fire In the stone fireplace re-
sembled the setting sun on the ocean.
The walls and ceilings were studded
with silver buttons.

The site of the Almont mansion
commands a magnificent view for
miles up and down the Hudson river.
The Catskill mountains lie directly
across the river, the Overlook hotel
being In plain view. The late Fred-
erick E. Church, In his day the lead-
er of the Hudson river school
of artists, spent his summers at Al-
mont as the guest of the Livingstons,
as no place in the Hudson valley fur-
nished such good material for the
brush,

Almont was purchased by Robert
Swift Livingston, the grandfather of
the recent owner, In the early part
of the laBt century. He brought the
cleared portion of the property to a
high state of cultivation, and the
fertile acres were covered with fine
orchards and vineyards. The wine
cellar in the old mansion was said to
have been stocked with the finest
wines.

The famous old mansion Was
burned in 1878, leaving only the old
farmhouse and barns standing. While
'.he fire was raging Mr. Livingston
seized a crowbar and rushed Into tho
dining room to try to save the stive
studded picture, but was compelled to
retreat The waUs of the ruiaa are
sUU standing.
