Maj-Gen. Leonard Wood, now In commund of
the department of the east, will be the next chilef
of staft of the army. Secretary Dickluson made
this announcement recently.

Gon, Wood will succeed Gen, J. Frunklin Bell,
whose term ut the head of the general staft will
explre next spring.

Gen. Wood's rise in the army has been one of
the most spectacular In Ita history. Entering the
medieal corps as an assistant surgeon In 1856, he
has been promoted by leaps and bounds, so that,
next April, when he assumes his new dutles at
the war department, be will be at the head of
the loonl army. He Is only 40 years of age.

Attentlon was called to Wood before he had
been in the army six months, While serving In
the capacity of asslstant surgeon he voluntarily
earrled dispatches through a region infested with hostile Indians, making a
Journey of 70 miles In one night and walking 20 miles the next day. In the
fame campnign he took command of a detachment of infantry without an
officer when an encounter was hourly expected with Geronlmo. For his actlon
in this campaign he was awarded a medal of honor In 1898,

During the Spanish-American war he was colonel of the Rough Riders
For lls services at Las Guaimas and 8an Juan Hill he was made a brigndler
greneral. Later be was promoted (o be major-genernl nnd was made goveroor
general of Cuba

After the withdrawal of the Ameriean forces from Cuba Gen. Wood was

sent to the Phillppines, where he fnully boeame commander of the Phillppine
division,

Although Gen, Wood nlways has been s capable ofMcer and has fulfilled
his duties as a soldler, It was the Roosevelt influence that pushed him for
ward with leaps and bounde. As Is well known, when Theodore Roosevelt
likes a man, he likes him, and when he dislikes a person he hates him.
There is no hall-way business about “Teddy.” Therefore, when Roosevelt
formed a friendship for Gen. ‘Wood there was nothing In the presidential
power that he would not do to advance his friend.
