The average man Is inclined to
Iaugh when told that he pays out more
for transporiation tham he does for
taxes or because of the tariff—but his
Inughter doas oot alter the fact in the
least.

There are threa principal methods
of transportation, the wagonway, the
raliway and the waterway, and there
Is o great a difference In the cost of
transportation by these different meth-
ods that it Is worth while to study the
matter a litle.
