EXECUTIVE TOLD THEIR DEATH
WOULD BE REGARDED WITH

EXTREME DISFAVOR.

NOTE IS SENT TO MINISTER

Mexican Government Protests It Hno
No Intention of Exclcutlng Pris-

oners Split In Federal Army
Predicted at Capital.

Washington. Provisional President
Hucrta has been given to understand
In the most positive manner that tho
putting to death of any ot the mem-
bers of tho chamber of deputies now
In confinement by IiIb orders, will bo
regarded with extreme disfavor by
the governmont of tho United Statoa
and by the American people.

Notification to this effect has been
Berved upon Senor Moheno, minister
of foreign affairs, by Nelson O'Shnugh-nessy- ,

tho American charge d'affaires
In Mexico City.

Step Advised by Llnd.
John Llnd, confidential agent of

President Wilson, cabled tho depart-
ment of state advising that" this step
bo token. Upon his recommendation
instructions were at onco sent to Mr.
O'Shaughnessy to Impress upon the
officials of tho defacto government
the fact thnt tho United States is
keenly concerned over the fate of
tho deputies.

Tho fact that Senor Moheno has
told Mr. O'Shaughnessy that there Is
no Intention on tho part of tho Mexl-lca- n

government to go to the extreme
of decreeing death for the arrested
deputies is construed hero as def-
inite assurance that they will receive
protection, but nobody In official cir-
cles here undertakes to say how
much value attaches to such assur-
ances.

Split In the Huerta Army Seen.
Mexico City. Endless speculation

hitre regarding the effect of Provision-
al President Huerta's coup has fol-

lowed tho arrest of the deputies.
Many believe the logical result will

bo a split in the army, which they
assert has been held together by tho
force of Huerta's personality.

They argue that there has been dis-

satisfaction over Huerta's course and
that this will test loyalty to the dan-
ger point. They look for startling
developments soon.

On the other hand, there Is a largo
element which believes that Hucrta
took the only possible course and ex-
presses wonder that he had not taken
the step long ago. .

Louis' best-know- n citizen and phi-
lanthropist, died In his castle on the
Rhine in Germany.

While in uncertain health the last
fow years, his family knew of no
special crlslB In his condition. Ho
was fond of commenting upon the
fact that he had outlived two of his
physicians who predicted his death.

The news of Mr. Busch's death
caused a general feeling of sorrow,
for ho long had been recognized as
one of St Louis' most useful citi-
zens. He was 70 years old last
July 10.

Tho remains will be brought to St.
Louis for burial.

BIG GMBJMDIKE BLOW

LAST BARRIER IN PANAMA CANAL
NOW IS BEING REMOVED

Waters of Gatun Lake Cutting Their
Way Into the Culebra Cut No

Celebration in Canal Zone.

Colon, Panama. With a deep
roar aud a rumblo resembling
heavy artillery firing at a distance,
eighty thousand pounds of dyna-
mite in 30 charges were exploded
today in the Gamboa dike, allowing
the waters of Gatun lake to run
through Into Culebra cut. President
Wilson In Washington, through the
medium of telegraph and cable lines,
threw the switch here which touched
off the blast that destroyed the dike.

After the smoko and dust of the
heavy charge had cleared away,
steam dredges were immediately put
to work dredging out the channel.
When this work Is completed, and the
water in Gatun lake has risen to a
sufficient height to flood Culebra cut
to the 45-fo- level, the Panama canal
will be virtually ready for naviga-
tion.

The blast was the largest ever at-

tempted In work on the Panama canul.
More than 1,000 holes had been drilled
in the dike and each hole contained
from 80 to' 100 pounds of dynamite,
amounting in the aggregate to 40 tons.

MURDERER IS DISAPPOINTED

Negro Had Prepared for Execution,
Which Had Been Postponed

Without His Knowledge.

Kansas City, Mo. No one took
the troublo to tell WeBley Rob-
inson, a negro, under sentence of
death for the murder of his wife and
stepdaughter, that he was not to be
hanged yesterday, the date originally
set for his execution, so ho made all
preparations for the ordeal in the
morning.

The gaunt black, C feet 2 Inches
tall, unnerved, but determined to be
brave, dressed himself caiefully, and
sitting on tho edge of his cot, waited
for the death summons.

The deputy marshal explained that
an appeal to the supremo court had
acted as a reprieve.

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BROCKETT ASSAILS SULZER

8AYS GOVERNOR IS GUILTY OF
WORST CRIMES. , "

Declares That Stllwell, Imprisoned
Senator, Might Have' Learned

Acts From Executive.

Albany, N. Y., Oct. 11. Tho trial
of William Sulzer, tho impeached
governor of Now York, was brought
up to tho state of tho balloting of tho
judges by former State Senator Ed-

gar T. Brackett, who closed tho case
for tho board of Impeachment man-
agers with a vitriolic speech. In the
course of it he asserted that former
Stnto Senator Stephen 1. Stlllwell,
who Is serving a term in Sing Sing
prison as a barterer of his legislative

tc and Influence, "might have sat
at tho feet of Gov. Sulzer and learned
crime."

"And this is the phnrisee," he said,
"who, pointing to the width of his
phylactery, in proof of his own vir-

tue, demanded that Stllwell resign
Stllwell who, If all charges against
him were true, and more, could still
have sat at tho feet of this man and
learned crime, even as Saul sat at
the feet of Cainuliel.nnd learned all
the wisdom of the ancient Jews.

Brackett launched Into a discussion
of the evidence supporting the accusa-
tions in the fourth of the articles of
Impeachment charging that Gov.
Sulzer sought to prevent testimony
before the Frawley committee.

The attorney held that the article
was broad enough to include the
alleged attempt of the Governor to
dissuade Henry Morgenthau from
testifying in regard to his $1,000 cam-

paign contribution.

STORY OF SMIP HORROR

FIRST TC REACH SHORE AR- -

RIVES IN ENGLAND ON CAR

MANIA WITH STORY.

H0T DECKS BLISTERED FEET

Passneger Who Swam to the Car-man- ia

Says None of the Life Boats
Got AVay Crew Behaved Badly,
Rushing for Safety Ahead of
Women and Children Captain Drew
Revolver and Drove Firemen
Bolow When They Deserted En-

gines.

London .England. Tho Cahmania,
first of the rescuing ships to reach
tho burning steamer, arrived off
Queenstown, but owning to the gale
proceeden to Fishguard.

A graphic story by the solitary sur-
vivor aboard the Carmanla presents
a terrible picture of horror, the panic
and confusion aboard tho burning
liner.

Walter Trintepohl, a German, who
tells the story, Is clearly suffering
from the stress of illness and awful
experiences, nnd his story is too in-

coherent to bo accepted in every de-

tail.
Most important, If true, is his de-

nial that two lifeboats got away from
the Volturno.

According to other accounts, Capt.
Inch was the last to leave his vessel,
which was still burning late Friday
night aud was a danger to navigation.

Two Boats Not Crushed.
Forty of the 13G persons lost from

the steamship Volturno In
were In the two boats which suc-

ceeded In getting away from the burn-
ing vessel and which without doubt
were swamped. The majority of the
other victims lost their lives when
four other boats were smashed
against the steamer's side in an at-
tempt to launch them.

All this occurred before the ar-

rival of the Carmanla and the other
liners summoned by wireless calls for
help.

From the lone survivor on the Car-man- ia

comes the story of the terror,
the struggle for the boats, the death
of those who went over the sides and
his own desperate fight for life.

Survivor Tells Story.
Trintepohl has been employed nt

Barcelona and took third-clas- s pass-
age on tho Voltuino to get a position
offered him In New York.

"All went well," said Trintepohl,
"until C o'clock Thursday morning
when the fire alarm sounded. Wo wore
aroused and told to go on deck as fire
had broken out in the hold. On ascend-
ing life belts were handed around and
much time was occupied in fastening
them.

"We were told that the fire might
so'on be quenched, but the captain
thought it wlso for all to have belts
as a piecaution.

"The captain behaved splendidly.
So did the qfficers who were English.
I am sorry to say that tho crew be-

haved very badly. Tho people rushed
about wildly and the crew seemed to
think they ought to have first place
and Instead of quieting the passen-
gers they made the panic worse.

Crew Crowds Boats.
"Tho first olficer took charge of

tho first boat, but although ho wanted
tho women nnd children saved first, a
majority of those who entered tho
boat were members of the crew. This
boat was smashed against the ship's
side. Just as it reached tho water
it broke in two and all were drowned.

"Meanwhile attempts weie made to
lower the second boat. I cannot say
who was In charge of this, but, I do
know that after the chief bteward
had thrown provisions in he jumped
In himself. There were moro men

I than women and children In this
boat, which did not go down for it
was broken against the ship nnd all
were drowned,

"These two boats were admldshlps.
Three others wero put out on the
aft. The fourth officer was In one
of them, bpt I cannot Bay which one.
All was cvonfuslon.

"The ropes broke and tho people
wero thrown Into the water and
drowned or killed. When the captain
saw what had happened ho cut the
tackle of the other boats, so they
could not be launched.

"Wo were so glud when wo saw tho
Carmanla coming, for we said, 'Now
we all shall bo saved.'

Captain Uses Revolver.
''Tho firemen rushed up from be-

low and refused to go back. Tho cap-

tain drew his revolver and drove them
below, but soon after, as tho firo was
spreading, they wero obliged to aban-

don tho engines,
"As soon as the Carmanla was sight-

ed tho captain made all tho women
and children go on ono side and men
on tho other sldo. Ho has been com-

pelled to leave tho bridge and go aft
because it was too hot. Women wept,
phrieked, laughed and became hys-

terical.
"Wo had not thought 6f food, but

in tho afternoon we considered it bet-

ter to get something, and went to the
kitchens, which we found deserted,
made coffee, and helped ourselves to
biscuit and beef. But most of t",'c

r

passengers refused to eat. !

"We saw rafts sent from tho Car-
manla, but nobody told us to jump in.
In facte wo know not what they wore,
there for. About G o'clock the decks
aft began to get very warm, then hot-
ter and hotter. But wo did not 3ecnv
to feel the heat."

When Bhown his boot, with tho sole
half burned through, Trintepohl said:
"I don't remember this, but it wa.i
awful when the flames burst out. Some
of the women and men tore their
hair, but others wero quite still.

"After the explosion I thought it
better to jump, for I am a good swim-
mer, nnd an English passenger and
ono of tho crow snld they would ac-
company me. I jumped first; they
followed, but I never saw them again-Swi-

Till Rescued.
"I made for tho German ship, but

they did not hear me. Then I came
towards tho Carmanla, and shouted,
'help,' and was seen by the aid ot
the searchlight. I was about an hour
in the sea and became half uncon-clou- s.

I know not how I was gotten
out.

"During the day five sailors and ono
steward fell Into the fire and wero
burned to death. I know nothing
more. I camo away because it was
too hot to stay any longer aud I
feared the whole ship would blow upj- -

FLEET OF LIFEBOATS TAKES
521 OFF DOOMED VOLTURNO

London, England. The Volturno ot
the Uranium line, burning and help-
less in a raging mid-Atlant- storm
last Thursday sent a wierless call
over tho sea and drew to her ten
ships that came up in time to save-52-1

of her 657 passengers and crew.
AH but sixteen were steerage passen- - ,

gers. The other 130 were swallowed
by the ocean when the lifting waves
crushed four of the Volturno's life-
boats against the ship's side.

For more than 20 hours the ten res-
cuing ships that had wheeled in their
courses when the S. O. S. call halted
them in the storm cruised around the
Volturno, unable to give aid because-o- f

the clangers of wind and wave.
Great Ship Ablaze.

It was not until Friday mornvns
that they were able to transfer

of the Volturno's passen-
gers who were for tho most part im-
migrants from southeastern Europe
bound for Halifax and New Ycrla.
And it was a matter of two or threw
hours at the least that meant the tlif--

ference betweeg life and death to the
521 who had been driven aft by tho
growing fire and who had about given
up all hope.

On Thursday night, as it fell dark,
the 5,000 passengers of the ten ships
tliat had come up to deliver the Vo-
lturno's people had one of the most
remarkable experiences that ever fell
to people that sail the sea. They saw
a great ship burning in the center
of a fleet impotent to help. The flames
leaping from the Volturno illuminated
tho grpat waves that daunted the
rescuing vessels. All around wero
steamships ablaze with light, whoso
people heard the cries of tho Vo-
lturno's passengers and were power-
less to give aid.

Carmanla First to Report.
These ten ships wero the Carmania,
