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$12,000 STORAGE PLANT.
Tom Hopkins has .secured the

contract for putting in the new
Hayti Storage plant, the building
to bo 52x52 feet. The walls,
floor and ceiling will be lined
with cork board, rendering the
building entirely impervious to
dampness. The refrigerating
plant, which is of nine-to- n capa-

city, was bought from Haner &
Co., St. Louis, and the engine
from Fairbanks & Morse. They
expect to have the plant in opera
tion by Jan. 1. The company is
incorporated for $12,000, and has
bought tho Leinp property.
