Don’t Sucker Corn.

Corn develops ‘‘suckers” or
tillers when conditions are per-
fect for growing corn. “‘Suck-
ers" are an indication of an
abundance of plant food. The
thinner they stand the more
they develop. Indeed with a
maxim stand few suckers de-
velop and the occasions are rare
when their removal will be
found proiitable.

The Nebraska station found
the decrease in yield caused by
removing the suckers or tillers
to be as follows: With a stand
of one stallk per hill, the yield
was reduced 53%; with two

-

per hill, 8%, and four stalks per
hill 8%.
With these figures asa guide
we cannot afford to stop cultiv-

ting to remove the suckers.
