HUERTA RENAMED

FEW GO 10 POLLS

WAR MINISTER BLANQUET BE.

LIEVED TO HAVE BEEN MADE

"VICE PRESIDENT."

CONGRESSMEN TO HOLD OVER

Balloting Lightest In Years, With A-

lmost Complete Abstention From
Voting In Capital Washing-

ton Awaits Results.

Mexico City, Mex. Elections for
president, .vlco president, deputies and
senators were held in that portion ol
the republic controlled by tbo Die-tato-

Huerta. In Mexico City, there
was an almost complete abstention
from voting and Indifference was mani
fested everywhere.

Gon. Huerta appeared to bo the fa--

rarlto candidato for the presidency,
end eGn. Blnnquet, the present war
minister, for tho vlco presidency.

Huerta, it is reported, received a
rlrtually unanimous vote of confl'
dence. Tho returns Indicate tho re
election of all present members of the
chamber of deputies and the tsennte.

Tho lightest voto in many years was
cast both in tho capital nnd nearby
towns.

Washington Awaiting Returns.
"Washington. Washington govern

ment officials and others interested
In the Mexican situation awaited
anxiously for details of tho election
held in Mexico, In which, it was sought
to cbooso a successor to Gen. Huerta

Tho faot that fow votes were cast
causod no surprlso either in official
quarters or among tho agents of tho
Zloxican constitutionalists In Wash-
ington, because it was generally
known that only a fow citizens In the
vicinity of Mexico City would voto
Tho Question now raised in tho mlndj
of observers of conditions is whcthei
Gon. Huerta will declare tho election
valid If Borao ono has been chosen
to succeed him.

Foreign Poet for Huerta.
"Whllo an early report from Mexico

said it was believed that Gen. Huerta
Jiad been tho favorite in the voting foi
tho president, tho general belief pre-Tailin-

hero was that Huerta had nol
heen a candidato and that It was the
Jntontlon In tho election to choosa
Pedro Lascuraln as president

Private dispatches from Mexico Cltj
reiterated that Huerta, in a final ef
fort to restore peace, intended to turn
tho government over to Lascuraln
who, in turn, would name some con
Etltutionalist as minister of foreign
affairs.

Then Lascuraln, according to these
reports would resign, leaving the con-
stitutionalist minister of foreign af-

fairs to succeed to tho presidency
Huerta would bo assigned to some
foreign post by Lascuraln before the
lattor'a resignation.

CORPORATION AND INCOME TAX
SWELLS RECEIPTS.

Now Tariff Shows $33,000,000 Gain for
U. 3. Treasury $1,500,000 More

Than Estimate

"Washington, D. C. Treasury fig-

ures completed last night showed that
tho federal government went through
Its fiscal year with its Income exceed
ing expenses by $33,784,42.507.

Nearly $33,500,000 pouring into the
treasury, tho last day, brought the
total receipts. for the year up to $731,- -

143,700.20, a million and a halt above
Secretary McAdoo's original estimate,
and turned into a surplus what had
promised tho day boforo to bo a sub-

stantial deficit.
Corporation ana Income tax pay-

ments furnished tho stream of gold
at tho finish. From this sourco came
$26,101,782.82 between tho opening and
closing of tho treasury, and Secretary
McAdoo and other administration of-

ficials were pointing proudly to tho
total figures as proof of t,helr prom-
ises as to what would bo accomplish-
ed under tho new tariff.

Tho treasury surplus this year, at
least, will bo wiped out by Panama
canal expenditures, which have been
paid from tho general fund. During
tho 12 months $34,82(5,941 has been
spent on the canal, and when this has
been charged off there will be a deficit
for tho year of $1,010,058.81 on the
books.

ASHES ARE THROWN 13 MILES

Mt Lassen Throws Up Smoke Mile
High, Then "Mushroomed" Out,

Raining Ashes.

Redding, Cal. Tho most violent
and terrifying eruption of Mount
Lassen, tho American volcano, in
its present period of activity, began
at 5:45 a. m. yesterday. Dense smoke
ascended from tho crater for a dis-

tance of nearly a mllo and then "mush-
roomed" out, raining ashes on tho sur-
rounding country. Ashes fell 13 miles
from tho volcano, and Volta, 22 miles
away was inconvenienced by sul-

phur fumes.
Tho eruption continued an hour and

then the smoke settled down on tho
mountain top, obscuring the view. Bo-sid- es

the main crater, a new incipient
crater far down tho north slope of tho
mountain smoked for tho first time.

LIGHTNING SPLITS A CHURCH

One Bolt Kills a Man at Stanley,
Kan., While He Is Engaged

in MUking a Cow.

Kansas City, Mo. Lightning which
accompanied heavy rains hero
played several queer pranks. Tho
Danish Lutheran church in Kansas
City, Kan., was split into two parts
as though struck by a heavy cleaver.

Static electricity in tho air, duo to
tho lightning, caused a 500-wa- tt elec-
tric lamp on the flagpole of a tall of-

fice building to burn brightly for
more than 15 soconds. Passcrsby
thought tho building had been struck
by lightning and called the fire de-
partment.

At Stanley, E. C. Holmes, a sales-
man, was killed by lightning while
milking a cow.

SALUTE INJURES 6 ON TRAIN

Young Hunter Declares He Fired Shot
at Party on Rear .Car In a

Kansas City, Mo. Tho shot that
wounded six persons seated on

Burlington train near Liberty,
Mo,, was an "honor salute," fired for
tho women on tho platform, according
to Fred Scudiero, 24 years old, who
admitted ho fired tho shot.

clared he had no Intention of injuring
any ono, as ho fired his shotgun in
tho air.

ALLEGED KIDNAPER FREED

MAN CONVICTED IN DliNBAR
AFFAIR WILL SUE.

Error In Law Found by Louisiana
Supreme Court, Which Orders

Releaso of William Walters.

Now Orleans, La. William C
Walters, whoso conviction as the kid-
naper of llttlo "Bobby" Dunbar anfi
sentence to llfo imprisonment haB
been sot aside by the supremo court
of Louisiana, declared ho would fight
for tho child which he claims was
given him by his mother, Julia Ander-
son. Ho will also seek restitution in
tho courts for tho $20,000 ho says ho
spent in defending himself. He saya
tho trial has mado him penniless.

The court's decision holds that
Wallers is exempt from further pros-
ecution under tho act on which his
conviction wns attained. It Is possi-
ble, however, that Walters may bo
retried on an indictment entered un-

der some other act. A conference in
tho office of tho attorney general will
decide whether a second hearing of
tho case beforo the supremo court Is
to bo nskod.

Tho decision by which Walters Is
allowed to step out of his cell in tho
parish prison, and which onco moro
opens up tho dispute between Julia
Andercon of North Carolina, and Mr.
and Mrs. C. P. Dunbar of Opelousas,
as to tho Identity of the child found
with Walters, was based on a dis-

crepancy in the title of tho statute un-

der which Walters was convicted.
Tho defect in the title of the

amending statute Is that it falls to
make mention of tho purposo of tho
act.

CHURCHES FIRED BY RIOTERS

Disturbances Continue In Bosnia and
Herzegovina, Where Martial

Law Is in Effect.

Sarajevo, Bosnia. Martial law re-
placed civil government through-
out Bosnia and Herzegovina, but riot-
ing continued at many points with
Mohammedans attacking Servian
churches and residences. Several
thousand additional troops have been
ordered to tho two provinces from
Austria.

Besides burning tho Servian church
at Stolac, mob3 have destroyed sev-
eral other buildings and aro threat-ein-g

to kill all the Servians in the
towns. The precautions being taken
oy tno Austrian government as a re-

sult of the disorder growing out of
tho assassination of Archduke Francis
Ferdinand lndlcato a fear that the
rioters will commit outrages that will
causo widespread rebellions among
tho Servian Inhabitants of the two
provinces. They are in tho majority
and always have resented Austrian
domination.

Springfield, 111. The right, of
peaceful picketing by labor unions
Is upheld in a decision by tho appellate
court of tho Third district, In revers-
ing and remanding the judgment of
tho Adams county circuit court in tho
case of tho People vs. Ardian Young.

Young had been fined 50 and costs.
As a member of tho Carpenters' and
Joiners' union, which had declared a
strlkeagalnst a Qulncy concern, ho
Is alleged to havo followed Fred West-hau- s,

a non-unio- n employe, and tried
to lnduco him to quit work. Young
was not guilty of a criminal act, saya
tho court, so long as ho did not try to
intimidate Westhaus.

"Union men have tho right to seek
by persuasion to induco nonunion men
to quit their work," declares the judge.
