Cbject of Publication ls to Attract
Capital and Settlers to State—
Each County Is Dwelt
Upon Separately.

Jeflerson Clty.—The state bureau of
labor statistics, through the commls-
sloner, John T. Fltzpatrick, 1s distrib-
uting its Missouri “booster” pamphlet,

which exploits the resources, advan- |

tages and opportunities of the state.
The object is to attract capitalists,
manufacturers, farmers, horticultur-
ists, miners and other desirable set-
tlers. The publication contains an ex-
tensive chapter under the caption,
“laure of the Land,” dealing with the
topography, climate and soil of the
state.

There is space given to each county,
giving the amount of land open for
improvement and its worth; what
cach community is adapted for and
preduces; population facts; farm sta-
tistles and other information of value
to settlers looking for o locality, Ad-
vantages and opportunities of each
city and town of the state are graph-
ically outlined, revealing for each
what industries exist and what others
are ueeded. A fair sized map glves
the state crossroads, history of the
£ood road movement in Missourl and
an outline of what Is anhead in the
future for Missouri’'s highways and
lnterals.

The publication, which was pre-
pared by Supervisor A. T. Edmonston,
under authority given to Commission-
er Fitzpatrick, contains over 600 pages
of reading matter, J, L. Bradley and
H. P. Reeds, deputy commissioners,
assisted in gathering the information
and compiling the publication. There
are fully 120 county, state and city
maps, in addition to 100 halftone il-
lustrations.

It took a year to gather and com-
pile and print the publication. There
are sixty contributions from leading
Missourians.
